LEAD ME TO CALVARY 
1921 

 

Among the communion of hymn writers, some names are household treasures, 
while others deserve wider remembrance. Lead Me to Calvary is one such gem 
whose simple plea has led countless worshippers to gaze upon the cross. 

Jennie Evelyn Hussey, The Lyricist 
Jennie Evelyn Hussey was born on February 8, 1874, in Henniker, New 
Hampshire. Quiet by nature but rich in devotional insight, she came from a          
long-standing Quaker (Society of Friends) family and spent much of her life in 
rural New England. From her youth she delighted in verse, publishing poems as 
early as age thirteen. Life, however, brought deep challenges; she bore ongoing 
health struggles and devoted years to caring for an invalid sister. Yet through 
pain and perseverance her faith blossomed into heartfelt poetry. Lead Me to 
Calvary, written in 1921, became her most widely sung hymn — a prayerful 
meditation on Christ’s suffering and love that invites the singer not just to 
remember Calvary but to experience it in the heart. Hussey continued writing 
throughout her life and passed into glory on September 5, 1958, leaving behind a 
quiet legacy of devotion. 

William J. Kirkpatrick, The Composer 
The melody most of us know today grew from the pen of William James 
Kirkpatrick, born February 27, 1838, in County Tyrone, Ireland. Brought to 
America in early childhood, Kirkpatrick became one of the foremost composers 
of gospel hymn tunes in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. Over his long 
career he partnered with other hymn writers to publish more than a thousand 
gospel songs, setting beloved texts to simple, singable music. Among them 
is Lead Me to Calvary, matched to his tune often called “Duncannon,” a 
reflection of his roots and musical sensibility. Kirkpatrick’s gift was a melody 
that carries the text’s longing and reverence without artifice, making it 
accessible to congregations around the world. He died in 1921, the same year 
this hymn first appeared, leaving a rich hymnal legacy that endures in countless 
worship services. 

Lead Me to Calvary stands today as a simple yet profound confession of faith, a 
hymn that calls us back to the cross and forward in daily surrender.
