- God, in His great power, raised Jesus from the
dead, proving that He had defeated death and sin
forever.

THE ROAD TO EMMAUS

(Luke 24:13-35)

i We Question: What does it mean for us that Jesus is
- alive?
“ Because Jesus defeated death, we can be forgiven of

our sins and have eternal life with God forever. We can
choose to trust in Him as our Savior.

Brite Idea: God gave us the Bible to point
to Jesus.

- He Question: What is the Bible?

- The Bible is God’s message to us. It is the true
story of God'’s plan to redeem His people.

JESUS’ PROMISED RETURN

(Acts 1:1-11)

i~ We Question: Why is reading the Bible important?
- The Bible is a gift from God because it teaches us how

to have a relationship with Jesus and how to live life His
way.

Brite Idea: |Jesus will return one day.

- He Question: Why will Jesus return?

Jesus will return as the ruling King to fully complete
God'’s plan of salvation and make all things new
again. This hasn’t happened yet, but we can be
confident it will.

THE HOLY SPIRIT ARRIVES

(Acts 2:1-41)

- We Question: What does God want us to do while we
. wait for Jesus’ return?
“ God wants us to be His witnesses and share the Gospel

with the whole world.

Brite Idea: The Holy Spirit lives in believers.

- He Question: Who is the Holy Spirit?

- The Holy Spirit is God and has all of the power and
authority of God. The same Holy Spirit given to be-
lievers at Pentecost lives in followers of Jesus today.

i We Question: How does the Holy Spirit help us?
- When we trust in Jesus, the Holy Spirit comes to live inside

of us. He helps us know how to follow God and spread
His love.
