Revela�on 19-22

Jesus will return, destroy evil, and make all 
things new.

“The kingdom of the world has become the 
kingdom of our Lord and of His Christ, and He 
will reign forever and ever.” Revela�on 11:15

What is the hope of the church?

The church looks forward to Jesus’ return 
when He will make things new. 
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While he was a prisoner on the island of Patmos, the apostle John had an 
amazing vision of heaven. Jesus told John to write down everything he saw. 
John saw things that will happen when Jesus comes back to earth.

In the final chapters of the Book of Revelation, John described a vision of 
the new heaven and the new earth. He wrote about the beauty of the New 
City—the New Jerusalem. The streets will be pure gold, like clear glass. The 
foundations of the city wall will be adorned with precious stones. The city 
will not need the sun or the moon because God’s glory lights up the city. 
There will be no darkness, and nothing evil will ever come into the city. There 
will be no sadness, crying, or pain. Even though there will be no sun or moon, 
there will be no darkness because the glory of God will be its light. The Lord 
will reign forever and ever. What an amazing place heaven will be!

Even with John’s descriptions, we can’t imagine exactly what it will be like 
when Jesus returns. Use this session to emphasize what we do know, using 
the unit big picture question and answer: What is the hope of the church? The 
church looks forward to Jesus’ return when He will make all things new.

The promised return of Christ should fill believers with hope, strengthening 
them to persevere through the trials of this life and remain faithful to the Lord. 
When Christ returns, those who trust in Him will be with Him and enjoy Him 
forever. God will undo every bad thing caused by sin—no more death, no 
more pain, no more tears.

Christ’s return should also give believers a sense of urgency to share the 
gospel with the world. It is the power of God for salvation to everyone who 
believes! (Rom. 1:16) Jesus is coming soon. Amen. Come, Lord Jesus!

Celebrate being here! Introduce the morning.

Open in Prayer
Hook
Prompt kids to discuss something special they are looking forward to, such as a 
birthday or special holiday.  • Some�mes, wai�ng for something exci�ng can 
feel extremely difficult. You may find yourself wishing the fun event would just 
arrive immediately. Can you think of any ways to pass �me so the wai�ng 
doesn’t feel so difficult?
Big Picture Ques�on
Can anyone recite our big picture ques�on and answer? [Allow responses.] 
Great job! What is the hope of the church? The church looks forward to 
Jesus’ return when He will make all things new. Just as you might do some 
special prepara�ons to get ready for a special holiday or birthday party, we 
can do things to prepare for Jesus’ return. We’ll talk more about that a�er I 
tell you the story.
Key Passage 
Lead the boys and girls to read together Revela�on 11:15. When Jesus 
returns, He will make everything new. He will take all sadness away and 
replace it with joy. He will claim His throne and reign forever and ever! We 
can cling to the truth that Jesus is coming soon to undo all the damage sin has 
done and make everything right again. I hope that you have hidden this verse 
in your heart to remind you of the hope we have in Jesus.



Where we travel into God’s word

15 Min Journey
Bible Story

Open your Bible to Revela�on 19-22 Read from the Bible or use your 
storytelling skills to help you tell the story.

There are many things that we do not know about the new heavens and 
the new earth. John gives great descrip�ons, but there are some things 
believers will not understand un�l we see them with our own eyes. 
However, we can know with certainty that Jesus will return, destroy evil, 
and make all things new. He will take away all the terrible things that sin 
caused, like death, sadness, crying, and pain. We can rest in this hope and 
look forward to the day when Jesus returns. 

This hope encourages us to persevere and faithfully follow Jesus. 
Knowing that Jesus is returning should help believers realize the 
importance of sharing the gospel. We do not know the day or the �me 
Jesus will return, so let’s be inten�onal in sharing the good news of the gi� 
of salva�on He offers! 

Throughout the Book of Revelation, we have learned what 
will happen at the end of this age. In the last chapters of 
Revelation, Jesus promised to come back to earth.  When 
Jesus returns, those who trust in Jesus will be with Him 
and enjoy Him forever. God will undo every bad thing 
caused by sin—no more death, no more pain, no more 
tears. Jesus is making all things new. This truth gives hope 
to all who have trusted in Jesus as Savior! 



Age Appropriate Story
   STORY POINT:  JESUS WILL RETURN DESTROY 

EVIL ,  AND MAKE ALL THINGS NEW.

John had a vision from God of the end of �me. John heard a large 
crowd of people praising God and rejoicing. John wrote about what he
saw.

John saw a new heaven and a new earth. 
He also saw the Holy City, a new Jerusalem, 
coming down from heaven. He heard a loud 
voice from the throne, saying, “Look!
God will live with His people. They
will be His people, and He will be
their God. He will wipe away every
tear from their eyes. Death will no
longer exist. Sadness, crying, and
pain will no longer exist.”

The angel showed John the 
Holy City. It was shining with 
God’s glory. The city does not 
need the sun or the moon to 
shine on it. The glory of God 
gives light to the city, and there 
is no darkness.

The angel showed John the river 
of living water. The tree of life was 
on both sides of the river.

God’s throne will be in the city. 
The Lord will reign forever and ever.

Jesus said, “Listen, I am coming soon!” 
Jesus is the One who says that all of these

things will happen. He is coming soon. “Amen! Come, Lord Jesus!”

Christ Connection: Jesus promised to come back to earth soon. When 
Jesus returns, those who trust in Jesus will be with Him and enjoy Him 
forever. God will undo every bad thing caused by sin—no more death, no 
more pain, no more tears. Jesus is making all things new.

Distribute Bibles. Guide boys and girls to open their Bibles to Revela�on 
19–22. Revela�on helps believers know with certainty that a day is coming 
when Jesus will return, destroy evil, and make all things new. Choose a 
volunteer to read Revela�on 21:5. Lead the group to discuss:
1. How should we live, knowing that Jesus is coming?  knowing that 

Jesus will return gives believers hope and mo�vates us to share the 
good news of salva�on with others before it is too late. ( 1 Thess. 4:16-
18.)

2. What will no longer exist in the new earth? (There will be no more 
death, sadness, crying, or pain; Rev. 21:4)

3. What will happen when Jesus returns? Everything God says in His 
Word is true and will happen. Jesus said that when He returns, He will 
undo every bad thing caused by sin and that we will be with Him and 
enjoy Him forever. (read Isa. 65:17-19.)

4. How will the new heaven and the new earth be different from the 
world we live in right now? because Jesus will undo every bad thing 
caused by sin, there will be no death, sadness, or pain. Jesus will make 
everything right, and we will get to enjoy living in a world free from sin. 
( Rev. 21:3-4.)

5. What part of the new Jerusalem would be the most exci�ng for you 
to see?  Encourage the kids to think about the amazing things John 
describes. Remind them that we can’t know for sure if John was 
describing literal things, but that his descrip�ons show the restored 
world will be more wonderful that we can imagine.

6. How does the hope of heaven help believers to remain faithful to the 
Lord? the promise of Jesus’ return fills believers with hope. We know 
how things end, so we can be sure that our faithfulness will be 
rewarded. Our confidence in God’s promises helps us persevere 
through the trials of life because we will be with God and enjoy Him 
forever.

15 min   Flight Lab
Ins�ll Wonder as you experience the Bible

CHOOSE ONE ACTIVITY
Key Passage Ac�vity
    Instruct the kids to line up, all facing forward. Give the first kid in line a ball. 
The first kid will hold the ball, say the first word of the key passage, and pass 
the ball over his head to the second kid in line. The second kid will hold the 
ball, say the second word of the key passage, and pass the ball over his head 
to the third kid in line. Con�nue un�l the en�re key passage has been recited. 
The ball should keep moving from the first of the line to the back of the line 
and back up to the first of the line (like the First and Last). Con�nue playing as 
�me allows. Mix up the kids in different line order so they recite different 
words of the key passage..

 Ready for Company
Invite the kids to help make a list of things they or their families do to prepare 

for dinner guests. Write the list on the whiteboard or on a large piece of paper. 
Be prepared to offer some examples, such as cleaning their homes, vacuuming 
their carpets, making dinner, setting the table, and so forth.
• We do a lot to prepare for dinner guests. Those preparations help our guests 
feel comfortable when they arrive. In today’s Bible story, Jesus urged the 
church to be prepared for His return. What are some things we can do to be 
prepared for Jesus to return and make all things new?

Perfect Design
Discuss what makes a good amusement park. Form pairs of kids. Provide 

each pair with paper and a pencil. Challenge them to design their version of a 
perfect amusement park. Invite them to name their park. When the pairs are 
finished designing, encourage them to share their designs with the class.

• Those sound like amazing theme parks! As much fun as those designs 
would be, the Bible tells us about an even better place to live: the new earth. 
When Jesus returns, He will fix everything sin has broken and make the world 
perfect again. The Bible calls this the new earth. Today, we will learn more 
about it.



Fix it!
Prepare several stations of different broken items and repair supplies. Hold up 

each broken item and discuss why it won’t work while it’s broken. Invite kids to 
select a broken item and work to repair it the best they can. When kids are finished, 
allow them to share how they fixed their broken items. Discuss whether the items 
are truly fixed and whether or not they will work correctly now.

• We tried our best to fix these broken items, but they’re not fixed perfectly. There 
are many things in our world that are broken because of sin. We can’t fix them. Only 
Jesus can make all things new. He will return, destroy evil, and make all things new. 
There will be no more death, no more pain, and no more tears. Come, Lord Jesus!

All Things New
Distribute one sheet of paper to each kid. Prompt them to fold their paper in 

half. On one side encourage kids to draw some pictures depic�ng some bad things 
that are caused by sin. Some examples are a plant dying, people arguing, a person 
who is sad, or a person who is in pain.

On the other side of the page, prompt kids to take the bad things and turn them 
into something new, like Jesus will do when He returns. For example, the person 
who is sad can be changed to a person who is happy. 

Once everyone has a chance to add some drawings to their papers, ask kids to 
share what they drew.

• Jesus promised that He will come back and make all things new. In the new 
heaven and the new earth, there will be no more sadness, tears, pain, or death. 
Everything painful or sad in life will be taken away. We will be filled with joy as we 
live with Jesus for all eternity. 

Go, set, ready
Begin by encouraging the kids to stand up and spread out around the room. 

Explain that you will give them instruc�ons on how they should go around the 
room: hopping, skipping, jogging, �ptoeing, jumping, and so on.

Kids must listen very carefully. Any�me they hear you say, “Go, set, ready,” kids 
should freeze in a “ready” posi�on—standing tall with arms to their sides and feet 
together. When you say “Ready, set, go,” kids can “unfreeze” and move around the 
room. Repeat as �me allows.

• Today’s Bible story will remind us that Jesus is coming back soon. We’ll hear 
about what to expect and why Jesus’ return is such good news.

Be sure that the Co-Pilots hand out the Ac�vity sheet 
to each child or to parents so they can go home with 

families.



Key Passage Review Extra Ideas:
Invite kids to sit around tables. Give each kid a pencil. Show the key 

passage poster and lead them to read it aloud. 
Give a piece of paper to one kid at each table. Instruct him to write 

down the first word of the key passage and pass the paper to the person on 
his right. That person will write down the second word, pass the paper to 
her right, and so on. Kids will pass the paper around the table, writing one 
vword at a time until they finish the key passage.    When kids finish, invite 
groups one at time to say the key passage together. 

***
Display the key passage poster. Lead the kids to read it aloud. Then 

challenge them to read it in various ways: whispering, shouting, quickly, 
slowly, and so on.

***
Form two groups of kids. Call on the first group to say the key passage 

together. Then call on the second group to say it.
Prompt the first group to say the passage a few phrases at a time, 

pausing for the second group to echo. When kids finish saying the key 
passage, lead the second group to begin and the first group to echo.

***
Instruct kids to sit or stand in a circle.  Choose one kid to begin by saying 

the first word of the key passage. Guide kids to say the key passage, one 
word at a time, moving around the circle. 

Allow kids to look at the key passage poster if they need help 
remembering the words.  Continue around the circle a few times. Consider 
shouting, “Switch!” and letting kids move to another place in the circle 
before playing again.  Or toss the ball to different kids rather than go in 
order.

***
Before the session, write out the key passage on a chalkboard or dry erase 

board in eight separate phrases. Display the phrases where kids can see 
them. Give each kid a marker and eight craft sticks. Instruct kids to copy from 
the board, writing each phrase on a separate stick.  Then instruct kids to mix 
up their sticks and then quickly rearrange the phrases in the correct order. 
Kids may work individually or in pairs. Provide rubber bands for kids to 
bundle their sticks and keep them as a method of practicing the key passage 
during the week. 



Prayer Extra Ideas:
Prayer Chain—In small groups, ask children/co-pilot to write prayer 

requests on a few paper strips. Connect paper strips into a chain and 
display our growing conversa�on to the Lord. Feel free to revisit older 
requests as well. 

***
Painted Rocks—Have each child choose a painted rock to write on. Write 

a word of encouragement, a word about Jesus, a name, etc. The goal is to 
take it with them and place it somewhere near their typical living space– a 
neighbor’s house, a store, a playground, etc. Then pray over the place or the 
people who are there. 

***
Poin�ng to a Map—Choose one or two kiddos to spin/close their 

eyes/find a certain color (you can be crea�ve and have fun) and point to a 
country on the map. Place a pin in the place(s) and pray over it as a group. 
Even if you don’t know anything about the country, we can li� up the 
people, pray for Jesus’ light to shine there, the Gospel to be ac�ve there, 
and churches to grow, etc. 

***
Looking out the Window—Grab a dry erase marker, have the kids 

gather at the windows, and look outside. Ask the children to look for 3 
things they can see out of the window to pray over. Using the dry erase 
marker, write those things on the window (Pre-K & K may draw things) and 
then pray over those things. Feel free to leave them on the window, so 
whenever we look through, those things are brought to our mind to pray 
for again.

***
Head Shoulders Knees and Toes—Pray through the song.

�� Head (mind, imagina�on, thoughts, crea�vity) 
�� Shoulders (physical strength, things we might be dealing with)
�� Knees (dancing, playing,  jumping, etc.)
�� Toes (walking and following a�er Jesus, standing strong in our faith)
�� Eyes, ears, mouth & nose (seeing goodness, listening to Him, speaking 

truthful words, our senses, etc.)
***

Preschool Carpet Bag Prayers— Choose an item(s) out of the carpet bag. 
Discuss the item and different people/things the item could represent 
(car—driving safely, mechanics, trips, first responders, etc) Encourage kids 
to “think outside the bag” and help them make connec�ons. Pray over the 
people, places, and things that were discussed.
