Acts 2:42-47 NASB

42They were continually devoting themselves to 
the apostles' teaching and to fellowship, to the 
breaking of bread and to prayer. 43Everyone kept 
feeling a sense of awe; and many wonders and 
signs were taking place through the apostles. 
44And all those who had believed were together 
and had all things in common; 45and they began 
selling their property and possessions and were 
sharing them with all, as anyone might have 
need. 46Day by day continuing with one mind 
in the temple, and breaking bread from house 
to house, they were taking their meals together 
with gladness and sincerity of heart, 47praising 
God and having favor with all the people. And 
the Lord was adding to their number day by day 
those who were being saved.

Read Aloud: Acts 2:42-47

1. Committed to worshiping Jesus together. (v.42) Why do you think the early believers 
devoted themselves to fellowship and gathering together?

2. Committed to teaching the Bible. (v.42) The early church devoted themselves to the 
apostles' teaching. What does devotion to God's Word look like today? How has Scripture 
shaped a decision, belief, or action in your life recently?

3. Committed to serving like Jesus. (v.44-45) What stands out to you about the generosity 
and sacrificial service of the early church? Why do you think generosity is such a powerful 
testimony to the gospel?

4. Committed to growing closer to Jesus together. (v.46) The believers shared life 
together daily. What role do relationships play in spiritual growth? What is one area 
where you need the support or encouragement of other believers?

5. Committed to introducing people to Jesus. (v.47) According to verse 47, who 
was responsible for adding people to the church? What does that teach us about 
evangelism? How can a church's love, unity, and worship create opportunities to share 
the gospel?
