Pathways Coaching Confidentiality Pledge 
 
 
Commitment to confidentiality is highly valuable and is promised to clients in advertising literature.  Therefore, it is incumbent upon the ministry staff and volunteers to honor that commitment. 
  
1. Discussion of specific client situations or interactions should be treated with utmost confidence. 
2. Communication of detailed information will be limited to pastoral staff and the director. 
3. There is a place for reviewing interactions with clients with other ministry staff and volunteers.  Such a review serves as a release after a difficult (or joyous) contact and can be used for mutual learning and edification. However, be wary that these discussions are fruitful and do not deteriorate into gossip. 
4. Information concerning clients should never be revealed to anyone other than in general, nonidentifying terms.   
5. If it is advantageous to share specific information with other agencies in the interest of better service provision, it must be with the client’s expressed permission.  Even then, it is advisable not to share extensive information unless it is necessary. 
6. There are certain circumstances where concern for the safety and welfare of individuals may override the standard of confidentiality.  Such a decision should never be made without the knowledge and approval of the director/pastoral staff.
