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 Day 1: Unintended Consequences 

Reading: Genesis 3:1-13 

Thomas Midgley changed the world, but not in the way he intended. His 
solutions became catastrophic problems. Similarly, Adam and Eve's choice to 
pursue their own wisdom over God's command introduced unintended 
consequences that still affect us today. We often convince ourselves that our 
way is better than God's, that we know what will truly satisfy. But like leaded 
gasoline poisoning generations, our self-directed choices can damage our 
souls in ways we never anticipated. Today, examine your life honestly. What 
"solutions" have you embraced that might actually be problems? What areas 
have you insisted on your own wisdom rather than trusting God's design? The 
first step toward freedom is recognizing where we've substituted our 
judgment for His. 
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Day 2: The Solution That Became the Problem 

Reading: Galatians 3:1-14 

The Israelites had good intentions. After repeatedly breaking God's laws and 
suffering consequences, they created stricter rules to prevent future failures. 
But their solution became a new problem. They became so focused on 
keeping laws that they lost sight of the God who gave them. Religion became 
about rule-keeping rather than relationship. Paul addresses this exact issue in 
Galatians, reminding believers that the law was never meant to save us. It 
was meant to point us to our need for a Savior. Are you exhausting yourself 
trying to earn God's love through perfect behavior? Are you measuring your 
relationship with God by your performance rather than His grace? God never 
intended for you to save yourself. Stop trying to be perfect and start receiving 
His perfection on your behalf. 
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Day 3: When Shame Pretends to Be Your Savior 

Reading: Romans 8:1-11 

Shame is a convincing imposter. It promises to motivate us toward holiness 
but instead imprisons us in a cycle of striving and failing. We try harder, fall 
short, feel terrible, and use that shame as fuel to try again. But shame was 
never meant to be your savior. It cannot remove guilt or bring genuine 
transformation. It only makes you more burdened, not better. Paul declares 
the revolutionary truth: there is NO condemnation for those in Christ Jesus. 
Not less condemnation. Not conditional acceptance. NONE. The Spirit gives 
life; the flesh counts for nothing. Your efforts to shame yourself into 
righteousness are as effective as trying to physically birth yourself into God's 
kingdom. Stop letting shame drive you. Let the Spirit transform you from the 
inside out through love, not fear. 
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Day 4: Born Again by the Spirit 

Reading: John 3:1-21 

Nicodemus came to Jesus with questions, but Jesus redirected him to his real 
need: spiritual rebirth. You cannot enter God's kingdom through human 
effort, religious credentials, or moral achievement. Just as you cannot control 
where the wind blows, you cannot manufacture spiritual life. Only the Spirit 
gives birth to spirit. This is both humbling and liberating. Humbling because it 
means you cannot save yourself. Liberating because it means you do not have 
to. God loved the world so much that He provided what we could never 
produce. He sent Jesus not to condemn but to save. Have you been trying to 
earn what Christ freely offers? Are you exhausting yourself attempting to 
deserve grace? Stop striving. Look to Jesus lifted high on the cross and receive 
the new life only He can give. 
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Day 5: Looking to the Lifted Savior 

Reading: Numbers 21:4-9; John 12:27-36 

The Israelites were dying from snake bites in the wilderness. They didn't 
deserve rescue; they had just been complaining against God and Moses. Yet 
God provided salvation through an unusual means: a bronze snake lifted on a 
pole. Anyone who looked at it would live. Jesus uses this story to explain His 
mission. He would be lifted up on a cross so that the undeserving, the flawed, 
the spiritually dying could look to Him and receive life. Salvation is not 
complicated. It does not require years of religious performance or perfect 
understanding. It requires looking away from yourself and looking to Jesus. 
Nicodemus may not have understood everything in that midnight 
conversation, but he knew enough to believe. He knew Jesus came from God. 
That is enough. Look to the lifted Savior today and live.
