CONFESSION OF FAITH  
Nicene Creed  

 
All: We believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all things 

visible and invisible.  

 And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of his father 
before all worlds, God of God, Light of light, very God of very God, begotten, not 
made, being of one substance with the Father; by whom all things were made; who 
for us and for our salvation came down from heaven., and was incarnate by the Holy 
Spirit of the Virgin Mary, and was made man.; and was crucified also for us under 
Pontius Pilate; he suffered and was buried; and the third day he rose again according 
to the Scriptures., and ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the 
Father; and he shall come again with glory, to judge both the living and the dead; 
whose kingdom shall have no end.  

 And we believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of life, who proceeds from the 
Father and the Son; who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and 
glorified; who spoke by the prophets; and we believe in one holy catholic and 
apostolic church.

Against You, You only, have I 
sinned, And done this evil in Your sight -- That You may be found just when You 
speak, And blameless when You judge. Behold, I was brought forth in iniquity, And 
in sin my mother conceived me. Behold, You desire truth in the inward parts, And in 
the hidden part You will make me to know wisdom. Purge me with hyssop, and I 
shall be clean; Wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow. Make me hear joy and 
gladness, That the bones You have broken may rejoice. Hide Your face from my sins, 
And blot out all my iniquities (Psalm 51:1-9).” Hear now our silent confessions in 
Jesus’ name.  

 

SCRIPTURAL ASSURANCE OF PARDON 
Titus 3:3-7 

Leader: Hear the good news! “For we ourselves were also once foolish, disobedient, 
deceived, serving various lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful and 
hating one another. 4 But when the kindness and the love of God our Savior toward 



man appeared, 5 not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according 
to His mercy He saved us, through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the 
Holy Spirit, 6 whom He poured out on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our 
Savior, 7 that having been justified by His grace we should become heirs according 
to the hope of eternal life.”

OLD TESTAMENT READING 
Exodus 31:1-18 

Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying: 2 “See, I have called by name Bezalel the son of Uri, 
the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah. 3 “And I have filled him with the Spirit of God, in 
wisdom, in understanding, in knowledge, and in all manner of workmanship, 4 “to design 
artistic works, to work in gold, in silver, in bronze, 5 “in cutting jewels for setting, in carving 
wood, and to work in all manner of workmanship. 6 “And I, indeed I, have appointed with 
him Aholiab the son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan; and I have put wisdom in the hearts 
of all who are gifted artisans, that they may make all that I have commanded you: 7 “the 
tabernacle of meeting, the ark of the Testimony and the mercy seat that is on it, and all the 
furniture of the tabernacle -- 8 “the table and its utensils, the pure gold lampstand with all its 
utensils, the altar of incense, 9 “the altar of burnt offering with all its utensils, and the laver 
and its base -- 10 “the garments of ministry, the holy garments for Aaron the priest and the 
garments of his sons, to minister as priests, 11 “and the anointing oil and sweet incense for the 
holy place. According to all that I have commanded you they shall do.” 12 And the LORD 
spoke to Moses, saying, 13 “Speak also to the children of Israel, saying: ‘Surely My Sabbaths 
you shall keep, for it is a sign between Me and you throughout your generations, that you 
may know that I am the LORD who sanctifies you. 14 ‘You shall keep the Sabbath, therefore, 
for it is holy to you. Everyone who profanes it shall surely be put to death; for whoever does 
any work on it, that person shall be cut off from among his people. 15 ‘Work shall be done for 
six days, but the seventh is the Sabbath of rest, holy to the LORD. Whoever does any work on 
the Sabbath day, he shall surely be put to death. 16 ‘Therefore the children of Israel shall keep 
the Sabbath, to observe the Sabbath throughout their generations as a perpetual covenant. 17 
‘It is a sign between Me and the children of Israel forever; for in six days the LORD made the 
heavens and the earth, and on the seventh day He rested and was refreshed.’ “ 18 And when 
He had made an end of speaking with him on Mount Sinai, He gave Moses two tablets of the 
Testimony, tablets of stone, written with the finger of God. 

 

NEW TESTAMENT READING  
Romans 15:14-33 

Now I myself am confident concerning you, my brethren, that you also are full of goodness, 
filled with all knowledge, able also to admonish one another. 15 Nevertheless, brethren, I have 
written more boldly to you on some points, as reminding you, because of the grace given to 
me by God, 16 that I might be a minister of Jesus Christ to the Gentiles, ministering the gospel 
of God, that the offering of the Gentiles might be acceptable, sanctified by the Holy Spirit. 17 
Therefore I have reason to glory in Christ Jesus in the things which pertain to God. 18 For I will 
not dare to speak of any of those things which Christ has not accomplished through me, in 



word and deed, to make the Gentiles obedient -- 19 in mighty signs and wonders, by the power 
of the Spirit of God, so that from Jerusalem and round about to Illyricum I have fully preached 
the gospel of Christ. 20 And so I have made it my aim to preach the gospel, not where Christ 
was named, lest I should build on another man’s foundation, 21 but as it is written: “To whom 
He was not announced, they shall see; And those who have not heard shall understand.” 22 
For this reason I also have been much hindered from coming to you. 23 But now no longer 
having a place in these parts, and having a great desire these many years to come to you, 24 
whenever I journey to Spain, I shall come to you. For I hope to see you on my journey, and 
to be helped on my way there by you, if first I may enjoy your company for a while. 25 But now 
I am going to Jerusalem to minister to the saints. 26 For it pleased those from Macedonia and 
Achaia to make a certain contribution for the poor among the saints who are in Jerusalem. 27 
It pleased them indeed, and they are their debtors. For if the Gentiles have been partakers of 
their spiritual things, their duty is also to minister to them in material things. 28 Therefore, 
when I have performed this and have sealed to them this fruit, I shall go by way of you to 
Spain. 29 But I know that when I come to you, I shall come in the fullness of the blessing of 
the gospel of Christ. 30 Now I beg you, brethren, through the Lord Jesus Christ, and through 
the love of the Spirit, that you strive together with me in prayers to God for me, 31 that I may 
be delivered from those in Judea who do not believe, and that my service for Jerusalem may 
be acceptable to the saints, 32 that I may come to you with joy by the will of God, and may be 
refreshed together with you. 33 Now the God of peace be with you all. Amen.

John 12:44-50 “Making A Long Story, Short“ Pastor Marc Miller 
44 Then Jesus cried out and said, “He who believes in Me, believes not in Me but 

in Him who sent Me.  
45 “And he who sees Me sees Him who sent Me.  
46  “I have come as a light into the world, that whoever believes in Me should not 

abide in darkness.  
47 “And if anyone hears My words and does not believe, I do not judge him; for I 

did not come to judge the world but to save the world.  
48  “He who rejects Me, and does not receive My words, has that which judges 

him -- the word that I have spoken will judge him in the last day.  
49  “For I have not spoken on My own authority; but the Father who sent Me gave 

Me a command, what I should say and what I should speak.  
50 “And I know that His command is everlasting life. Therefore, whatever I
