2"Those who camp next to him shall be the tribe of Simeon, and the leader of the
children of Simeon shall be Shelumiel the son of Zurishaddai." *And his army was numbered
at fifty-nine thousand three hundred. *'"Then comes the tribe of Gad, and the leader of the
children of Gad shall be Eliasaph the son of Reuel." '>And his army was numbered at forty-
five thousand six hundred and fifty. 1¢"All who were numbered according to their armies of
the forces with Reuben, one hundred and fifty-one thousand four hundred and fifty -- they
shall be the second to break camp. 17"And the tabernacle of meeting shall move out with the
camp of the Levites in the middle of the camps; as they camp, so they shall move out,
everyone in his place, by their standards. 8" On the west side shall be the standard of the
forces with Ephraim according to their armies, and the leader of the children of Ephraim shall
be Elishama the son of Ammihud." And his army was numbered at forty thousand five
hundred. 2°"Next to him comes the tribe of Manasseh, and the leader of the children of
Manasseh shall be Gamaliel the son of Pedahzur." 2 And his army was numbered at thirty-
two thousand two hundred. 2?"Then comes the tribe of Benjamin, and the leader of the
children of Benjamin shall be Abidan the son of Gideoni." 2And his army was numbered at
thirty-five thousand four hundred. 2¢"All who were numbered according to their armies of
the forces with Ephraim, one hundred and eight thousand one hundred -- they shall be the
third to break camp. %"The standard of the forces with Dan shall be on the north side
according to their armies, and the leader of the children of Dan shall be Ahiezer the son of
Ammishaddai." *And his army was numbered at sixty-two thousand seven hundred. #
"Those who camp next to him shall be the tribe of Asher, and the leader of the children of
Asher shall be Pagiel the son of Ocran." 2And his army was numbered at forty-one thousand
five hundred. #"Then comes the tribe of Naphtali, and the leader of the children of Naphtali
shall be Ahira the son of Enan." 30And his army was numbered at fifty-three thousand four
hundred. 3"All who were numbered of the forces with Dan, one hundred and fifty-seven
thousand six hundred -- they shall break camp last, with their standards." 3These are the
ones who were numbered of the children of Israel by their fathers' houses. All who were
numbered according to their armies of the forces were six hundred and three thousand five
hundred and fifty. 33But the Levites were not numbered among the children of Israel, just as




the LORD commanded Moses. *Thus the children of Israel did according to all that the
LORD commanded Moses; so they camped by their standards and so they broke camp, each
one by his family, according to their fathers' houses.

NEW TESTAMENT READING

1 Corinthians 11:17-34

Now in giving these instructions I do not praise you, since you come together not for the
better but for the worse. 8For first of all, when you come together as a church, I hear that
there are divisions among you, and in part I believe it. 1For there must also be factions among
you, that those who are approved may be recognized among you. 2Therefore when you
come together in one place, it is not to eat the Lord's Supper. 2'For in eating, each one takes
his own supper ahead of others; and one is hungry and another is drunk. 2What! Do you not
have houses to eat and drink in? Or do you despise the church of God and shame those who
have nothing? What shall I say to you? Shall I praise you in this? I do not praise you. ZFor I
received from the Lord that which I also delivered to you: that the Lord Jesus on the same
night in which He was betrayed took bread; 2*and when He had given thanks, He broke it
and said, "Take, eat; this is My body which is broken for you; do this in remembrance of Me."
%In the same manner He also took the cup after supper, saying, "This cup is the new covenant
in My blood. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me." %For as often as you
eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death till He comes. ?Therefore
whoever eats this bread or drinks this cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty
of the body and blood of the Lord. 2But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of the
bread and drink of the cup. ?For he who eats and drinks in an unworthy manner eats and
drinks judgment to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. 3°For this reason many are weak
and sick among you, and many sleep. *For if we would judge ourselves, we would not be
judged. 32But when we are judged, we are chastened by the Lord, that we may not be
condemned with the world. *Therefore, my brethren, when you come together to eat, wait
for one another. 34But if anyone is hungry, let him eat at home, lest you come together for
judgment. And the rest I will set in order when I come.

26 "But when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the
Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify of Me.

27 "And you also will bear witness, because you have been with Me from the
beginning.

1 "These things I have spoken to you, that you should not be made to stumble.

2 "They will put you out of the synagogues; yes, the time is coming that whoever
kills you will think that he offers God service.

3 "And these things they will do to you because they have not known the Father
nor Me.

4 "But these things I have told you, that when the time comes, you may
remember that I told you of them. And these things I did not say to you at the
beginning, because I was with you.
