OLD TESTAMENT READING

2 Samuel 12:1-15

Then the LORD sent Nathan to David. And he came to him, and said to him: “There were
two men in one city, one rich and the other poor. 2”The rich man had exceedingly many flocks
and herds. 3”But the poor man had nothing, except one little ewe lamb which he had bought
and nourished; and it grew up together with him and with his children. It ate of his own food
and drank from his own cup and lay in his bosom; and it was like a daughter to him. +”And
a traveler came to the rich man, who refused to take from his own flock and from his own
herd to prepare one for the wayfaring man who had come to him; but he took the poor man’s
lamb and prepared it for the man who had come to him.” 5So David’'s anger was greatly
aroused against the man, and he said to Nathan, “As the LORD lives, the man who has done
this shall surely die! ®” And he shall restore fourfold for the lamb, because he did this thing
and because he had no pity.” “Then Nathan said to David, “You are the man! Thus says the
LORD God of Israel: ‘I anointed you king over Israel, and I delivered you from the hand of
Saul. ¥I gave you your master’s house and your master’s wives into your keeping, and gave
you the house of Israel and Judah. And if that had been too little, I also would have given you
much more! ¥ Why have you despised the commandment of the LORD, to do evil in His sight?
You have killed Uriah the Hittite with the sword; you have taken his wife fo be your wife, and
have killed him with the sword of the people of Ammon. ”Now therefore, the sword shall
never depart from your house, because you have despised Me, and have taken the wife of
Uriah the Hittite to be your wife.” " Thus says the LORD: ‘Behold, I will raise up adversity
against you from your own house; and I will take your wives before your eyes and give them
to your neighbor, and he shall lie with your wives in the sight of this sun. ?For you did it
secretly, but I will do this thing before all Israel, before the sun.” “ 13 So David said to Nathan,
“I have sinned against the LORD.” And Nathan said to David, “The LORD also has put away
your sin; you shall not die. *”However, because by this deed you have given great occasion




to the enemies of the LORD to blaspheme, the child also who is born to you shall surely die.”
15Then Nathan departed to his house. And the LORD struck the child that Uriah’s wife bore
to David, and it became ill.

NEW TESTAMENT READING

Romans 5:6-21

For when we were still without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. 7 For
scarcely for a righteous man will one die; yet perhaps for a good man someone would even
dare to die. 8 But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still
sinners, Christ died for us. ® Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we
shall be saved from wrath through Him. 1 For if when we were enemies we were reconciled
to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been reconciled, we shall be saved
by His life. ' And not only that, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ,
through whom we have now received the reconciliation. 12 Therefore, just as through one
man sin entered the world, and death through sin, and thus death spread to all men, because
all sinned -- 3 (For until the law sin was in the world, but sin is not imputed when there is no
law. * Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those who had not sinned
according to the likeness of the transgression of Adam, who is a type of Him who was to
come. 15 But the free gift is not like the offense. For if by the one man’s offense many died,
much more the grace of God and the gift by the grace of the one Man, Jesus Christ, abounded
to many. © And the gift is not like that which came through the one who sinned. For the
judgment which came from one offense resulted in condemnation, but the free gift which came
from many offenses resulted in justification. 17 For if by the one man’s offense death reigned
through the one, much more those who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of
righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ.) 8 Therefore, as through one
man’s offense judgment came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so through one
Man's righteous act the free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of life. 1° For as by
one man’s disobedience many were made sinners, so also by one Man’s obedience many will
be made righteous. 20 Moreover the law entered that the offense might abound. But where sin
abounded, grace abounded much more, ?! so that as sin reigned in death, even so grace might
reign through righteousness to eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
