I have heard the complaints which the children of
Israel make against Me. 2”Say to them, ‘As I live,” says the LORD, ‘just as you have spoken
in My hearing, so I will do to you: 2’ The carcasses of you who have complained against Me
shall fall in this wilderness, all of you who were numbered, according to your entire number,
from twenty years old and above. 3Except for Caleb the son of Jephunneh and Joshua the



son of Nun, you shall by no means enter the land which I swore I would make you dwell in.
3"But your little ones, whom you said would be victims, I will bring in, and they shall know
the land which you have despised. 3’ But as for you, your carcasses shall fall in this wilderness.
3 And your sons shall be shepherds in the wilderness forty years, and bear the brunt of your
infidelity, until your carcasses are consumed in the wilderness. 3 According to the number
of the days in which you spied out the land, forty days, for each day you shall bear your guilt
one year, namely forty years, and you shall know My rejection. 3] the LORD have spoken
this; I will surely do so to all this evil congregation who are gathered together against Me. In
this wilderness they shall be consumed, and there they shall die.” “ *Now the men whom
Moses sent to spy out the land, who returned and made all the congregation complain against
him by bringing a bad report of the land, *those very men who brought the evil report about
the land, died by the plague before the LORD. 3¥But Joshua the son of Nun and Caleb the son
of Jephunneh remained alive, of the men who went to spy out the land. ¥Then Moses told
these words to all the children of Israel, and the people mourned greatly. 4 °And they rose
early in the morning and went up to the top of the mountain, saying, “Here we are, and we
will go up to the place which the LORD has promised, for we have sinned!” And Moses
said, “Now why do you transgress the command of the LORD? For this will not succeed.
42”Do not go up, lest you be defeated by your enemies, for the LORD is not among you. ¥”For
the Amalekites and the Canaanites are there before you, and you shall fall by the sword;
because you have turned away from the LORD, the LORD will not be with you.” #But they
presumed to go up to the mountaintop; nevertheless, neither the ark of the covenant of the
LORD nor Moses departed from the camp. Then the Amalekites and the Canaanites who
dwelt in that mountain came down and attacked them, and drove them back as far as
Hormabh.

NEW TESTAMENT READING

2 Corinthians 9:1-15

Now concerning the ministering to the saints, it is superfluous for me to write to you; for 1
know your willingness, about which I boast of you to the Macedonians, that Achaia was
ready a year ago; and your zeal has stirred up the majority. 3Yet [ have sent the brethren, lest
our boasting of you should be in vain in this respect, that, as I said, you may be ready; “lest if
some Macedonians come with me and find you unprepared, we (not to mention you!) should
be ashamed of this confident boasting. STherefore I thought it necessary to exhort the brethren
to go to you ahead of time, and prepare your generous gift beforehand, which you had
previously promised, that it may be ready as a matter of generosity and not as a grudging
obligation. ®But this I say: He who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and he who sows
bountifully will also reap bountifully. 7So let each one give as he purposes in his heart, not
grudgingly or of necessity; for God loves a cheerful giver. 8And God is able to make all grace
abound toward you, that you, always having all sufficiency in all things, may have an
abundance for every good work. °As it is written: “He has dispersed abroad, He has given to
the poor; His righteousness endures forever.” 1'Now may He who supplies seed to the sower,
and bread for food, supply and multiply the seed you have sown and increase the fruits of
your righteousness, "while you are enriched in everything for all liberality, which causes
thanksgiving through us to God. 2For the administration of this service not only supplies the



needs of the saints, but also is abounding through many thanksgivings to God, *while,
through the proof of this ministry, they glorify God for the obedience of your confession to
the gospel of Christ, and for your liberal sharing with them and all men, *and by their prayer
for you, who long for you because of the exceeding grace of God in you. 5Thanks be to God
for His indescribable gift!

John 18:1-14 “Arrested!” Pastor Marc Miller

1 When Jesus had spoken these words, He went out with His disciples over the
Brook Kidron, where there was a garden, which He and His disciples entered.

2 And Judas, who betrayed Him, also knew the place; for Jesus often met there
with His disciples.

3 Then Judas, having received a detachment of troops, and officers from the chief
priests and Pharisees, came there with lanterns, torches, and weapons.

arrested Jesus and bound Him.

And they led Him away to Annas first, for he was the father-in-law of
Caiaphas who was high priest that year.

Now it was Caiaphas who advised the Jews that it was expedient that one man
should die for the people.
