Ephesians 6:1-24

Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right. 2”Honor your father and mother,”
which is the first commandment with promise: 3”that it may be well with you and you may
live long on the earth.” *And you, fathers, do not provoke your children to wrath, but bring
them up in the training and admonition of the Lord. 5Bondservants, be obedient to those who
are your masters according to the flesh, with fear and trembling, in sincerity of heart, as to
Christ; ‘not with eyeservice, as men-pleasers, but as bondservants of Christ, doing the will of
God from the heart, 7with goodwill doing service, as to the Lord, and not to men, Sknowing
that whatever good anyone does, he will receive the same from the Lord, whether he is a slave
or free. °’And you, masters, do the same things to them, giving up threatening, knowing that
your own Master also is in heaven, and there is no partiality with Him. %Finally, my brethren,
be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might.

leabove all, taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to quench all the fiery darts
of the wicked one. 7And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is
the word of God; ®praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being
watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints -- Yand for me,
that utterance may be given to me, that I may open my mouth boldly to make known the
mystery of the gospel, 2for which I am an ambassador in chains; that in it I may speak boldly,
as I ought to speak. 2/But that you also may know my affairs and how I am doing, Tychicus,
a beloved brother and faithful minister in the Lord, will make all things known to you;
2whom I have sent to you for this very purpose, that you may know our affairs, and that he
may comfort your hearts.

SERMON

John 21:1-14 “Breakfast with Jesus” Pastor Marc Miller

1 After these things Jesus showed Himself again to the disciples at the Sea of
Tiberias, and in this way He showed Himself:

2 Simon Peter, Thomas called the Twin, Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, the sons of
Zebedee, and two others of His disciples were together.

3 Simon Peter said to them, “I am going fishing.” They said to him, “We are
going with you also.” They went out and immediately got into the boat, and
that night they caught nothing.

4 But when the morning had now come, Jesus stood on the shore; yet the
disciples did not know that it was Jesus.

5 Then Jesus said to them, “Children, have you any food?” They answered Him,
“No.”

¢ And He said to them, “Cast the net on the right side of the boat, and you will
find some.” So they cast, and now they were not able to draw it in because of
the multitude of fish.

7 Therefore that disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, “It is the Lord!” Now
when Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he put on his outer garment (for
he had removed it), and plunged into the sea.

8 But the other disciples came in the little boat (for they were not far from land,
but about two hundred cubits), dragging the net with fish.

9  Then, as soon as they had come to land, they saw a fire of coals there, and fish
laid on it, and bread.

10 Jesus said to them, “Bring some of the fish which you have just caught.”

1 Simon Peter went up and dragged the net to land, full of large fish, one
hundred and fifty-three; and although there were so many, the net was not
broken. - cont.



12 Jesus said to them, “Come and eat breakfast.” Yet none of the disciples dared
ask Him, “Who are You?” -- knowing that it was the Lord.

13 Jesus then came and took the bread and gave it to them, and likewise the fish.

14 This is now the third time Jesus showed Himself to His disciples after He was
raised from the dead.
