Leader: But You are holy, Enthroned in the praises of Israel.  

All: Our fathers trusted in You; They trusted, and You delivered them.  

Leader: They cried to You, and were delivered; They trusted in You, and were not ashamed.  



All: But I am a worm, and no man; A reproach of men, and despised by the people.  

Leader: All those who see Me ridicule Me; They shoot out the lip, they shake the head, saying,

GOSPEL READING  

Matthew 6:1-18 

“Take heed that you do not do your charitable deeds before men, to be seen by them. Otherwise 
you have no reward from your Father in heaven. 2”Therefore, when you do a charitable deed, 
do not sound a trumpet before you as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, 
that they may have glory from men. Assuredly, I say to you, they have their reward. 3”But when 
you do a charitable deed, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is doing, 4”that 
your charitable deed may be in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will Himself reward 
you openly. 5”And when you pray, you shall not be like the hypocrites. For they love to pray 
standing in the synagogues and on the corners of the streets, that they may be seen by men. 
Assuredly, I say to you, they have their reward. 6”But you, when you pray, go into your room, 
and when you have shut your door, pray to your Father who is in the secret place; and your 
Father who sees in secret will reward you openly. 7”And when you pray, do not use vain 
repetitions as the heathen do. For they think that they will be heard for their many words. 
8”Therefore do not be like them. For your Father knows the things you have need of before you 
ask Him. 9”In this manner, therefore, pray: Our Father in heaven, Hallowed be Your name. 
10Your kingdom come. Your will be done On earth as it is in heaven. 11Give us this day our daily 
bread. 12And forgive us our debts, As we forgive our debtors. 13And do not lead us into 
temptation, But deliver us from the evil one. For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the 
glory forever. Amen. 14”For if you forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also 
forgive you. 15”But if you do not forgive men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive 
your trespasses. 16”Moreover, when you fast, do not be like the hypocrites, with a sad 
countenance. For they disfigure their faces that they may appear to men to be fasting. 
Assuredly, I say to you, they have their reward. 17”But you, when you fast, anoint your head 
and wash your face, 18”so that you do not appear to men to be fasting, but to your Father who 
is in the secret place; and your Father who sees in secret will reward you openly. 

 

NEW TESTAMENT READING  

Acts 13:41-14:7 



“Behold, you despisers, Marvel and perish! For I work a work in your days, A work which you 
will by no means believe, Though one were to declare it to you.’ “ 42So when the Jews went out 
of the synagogue, the Gentiles begged that these words might be preached to them the next 
Sabbath. 43Now when the congregation had broken up, many of the Jews and devout proselytes 
followed Paul and Barnabas, who, speaking to them, persuaded them to continue in the grace 
of God. 44On the next Sabbath almost the whole city came together to hear the word of God. 
45But when the Jews saw the multitudes, they were filled with envy; and contradicting and 
blaspheming, they opposed the things spoken by Paul. 46Then Paul and Barnabas grew bold 
and said, “It was necessary that the word of God should be spoken to you first; but since you 
reject it, and judge yourselves unworthy of everlasting life, behold, we turn to the Gentiles. 
47”For so the Lord has commanded us: ‘I have set you as a light to the Gentiles, That you should 
be for salvation to the ends of the earth.’ “ 48Now when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad 
and glorified the word of the Lord. And as many as had been appointed to eternal life believed. 
49And the word of the Lord was being spread throughout all the region. 50But the Jews stirred 
up the devout and prominent women and the chief men of the city, raised up persecution 
against Paul and Barnabas, and expelled them from their region. 51But they shook off the dust 
from their feet against them, and came to Iconium. 52 And the disciples were filled with joy and 
with the Holy Spirit. Now it happened in Iconium that they went together to the synagogue of 
the Jews, and so spoke that a great multitude both of the Jews and of the Greeks believed. 2But 
the unbelieving Jews stirred up the Gentiles and poisoned their minds against the brethren. 
3Therefore they stayed there a long time, speaking boldly in the Lord, who was bearing witness 
to the word of His grace, granting signs and wonders to be done by their hands. 4But the 
multitude of the city was divided: part sided with the Jews, and part with the apostles. 5And 
when a violent attempt was made by both the Gentiles and Jews, with their rulers, to abuse and 
stone them, 6they became aware of it and fled to Lystra and Derbe, cities of Lycaonia, and to 
the surrounding region. 7And they were preaching the gospel there.

SERMON 

Genesis 31:1-21 “Time to Go!” Pastor Marc Miller  



1 Now Jacob heard the words of Laban’s sons, saying, “Jacob has taken away 
all that was our father’s, and from what was our father’s he has acquired all 
this wealth.”  

2 And Jacob saw the countenance of Laban, and indeed it was not favorable 
toward him as before.  

3 Then the LORD said to Jacob, “Return to the land of your fathers and to your 
family, and I will be with you.”  

4 So Jacob sent and called Rachel and Leah to the field, to his flock,  
5 and said to them, “I see your father’s countenance, that it is not favorable 

toward me as before; but the God of my father has been with me.  
6 “And you know that with all my might I have served your father.  
7 “Yet your father has deceived me and changed my wages ten times, but God 

did not allow him to hurt me.  
8 “If he said thus: ‘The speckled shall be your wages,’ then all the flocks bore 

speckled. And if he said thus: ‘The streaked shall be your wages,’ then all the 
flocks bore streaked.  

9 “So God has taken away the livestock of your father and given them to me.  
10 “And it happened, at the time when the flocks conceived, that I lifted my 

eyes and saw in a dream, and behold, the rams which leaped upon the flocks 
were streaked, speckled, and gray-spotted.  

11 “Then the Angel of God spoke to me in a dream, saying, ‘Jacob.’ And I said, 
‘Here I am.’  

12 “And He said, ‘Lift your eyes now and see, all the rams which leap on the 
flocks are streaked, speckled, and gray-spotted; for I have seen all that Laban 
is doing to you.  

13 ‘I am the God of Bethel, where you anointed the pillar and where you made a 
vow to Me. Now arise, get out of this land, and return to the land of your 
family.’ “  

14  Then Rachel and Leah answered and said to him, “Is there still any portion 
or inheritance for us in our father’s house?  

15 “Are we not considered strangers by him? For he has sold us, and also 
completely consumed our money.  

16 “For all these riches which God has taken from our father are really ours and 
our children’s; now then, whatever God has said to you, do it.”  

17 Then Jacob rose and set his sons and his wives on camels.  
18 And he carried away all his livestock and all his possessions which he had 

gained, his acquired livestock which he had gained in Padan Aram, to go to 
his father Isaac in the land of Canaan.  

19 Now Laban had gone to shear his sheep, and Rachel had stolen the 
household idols that were her father’s.  

20 And Jacob stole away, unknown to Laban the Syrian, in that he did not tell 
him that he intended to flee.  

21 So he fled with all that he had. He arose and crossed the river, and headed 
toward the mountains of Gilead.
