CONFESSION OF FAITH* 
Nicene Creed  

All: We believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all things 
visible and invisible.  

 And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of his father 
before all worlds, God of God, Light of light, very God of very God, begotten, not 
made, being of one substance with the Father; by whom all things were made; who 
for us and for our salvation came down from heaven, and was incarnate by the Holy 
Spirit of the virgin Mary, and was made man; and was crucified also for us under 
Pontius Pilate; he suffered and was buried; and the third day he rose again according 
to the Scriptures, and ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the 
Father; and he shall come again with glory, to judge both the living and the dead; 
whose kingdom shall have no end.  

 And we believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of life, who proceeds from the 
Father and the Son; who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and 
glorified; who spoke by the prophets; and we believe in one holy catholic and 
apostolic church.

OLD TESTAMENT READING 
Numbers 28:1-31 

Now the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 2 “Command the children of Israel, and say to them, 
‘My offering, My food for My offerings made by fire as a sweet aroma to Me, you shall be 
careful to offer to Me at their appointed time.’ 3”And you shall say to them, ‘This is the 
offering made by fire which you shall offer to the LORD: two male lambs in their first year 
without blemish, day by day, as a regular burnt offering. 4’The one lamb you shall offer in 
the morning, the other lamb you shall offer in the evening,  5’and one-tenth of an ephah of 
fine flour as a grain offering mixed with one-fourth of a hin of pressed oil. 6’It is a regular 
burnt offering which was ordained at Mount Sinai for a sweet aroma, an offering made by 
fire to the LORD. 7’And its drink offering shall be one-fourth of a hin for each lamb; in a holy 
place you shall pour out the drink to the LORD as an offering.  ‘The other lamb you shall 
offer in the evening; as the morning grain offering and its drink offering, you shall offer it as 
an offering made by fire, a sweet aroma to the LORD. 9’ And on the Sabbath day two lambs 
in their first year, without blemish, and two-tenths of an ephah of fine flour as a grain 
offering, mixed with oil, with its drink offering --  10’this is the burnt offering for every 
Sabbath, besides the regular burnt offering with its drink offering. 11’ At the beginnings of 
your months you shall present a burnt offering to the LORD: two young bulls, one ram, and 
seven lambs in their first year, without blemish;  12’three-tenths of an ephah of fine flour as a 
grain offering, mixed with oil, for each bull; two-tenths of an ephah of fine flour as a grain 
offering, mixed with oil, for the one ram;  13’and one-tenth of an ephah of fine flour, mixed 
with oil, as a grain offering for each lamb, as a burnt offering of sweet aroma, an offering 
made by fire to the LORD. 14’Their drink offering shall be half a hin of wine for a bull, one-
third of a hin for a ram, and one-fourth of a hin for a lamb; this is the burnt offering for each 
month throughout the months of the year. 15’Also one kid of the goats as a sin offering to the 
LORD shall be offered, besides the regular burnt offering and its drink offering. 16’ On the 
fourteenth day of the first month is the Passover of the LORD. 17’And on the fifteenth day of 
this month is the feast; unleavened bread shall be eaten for seven days. 18’On the first day you 
shall have a holy convocation. You shall do no customary work. 19’And you shall present an 
offering made by fire as a burnt offering to the LORD: two young bulls, one ram, and seven 
lambs in their first year. Be sure they are without blemish. 20’Their grain offering shall be of 
fine flour mixed with oil: three-tenths of an ephah you shall offer for a bull, and two-tenths 
for a ram;  21’you shall offer one-tenth of an ephah for each of the seven lambs;  22’also one 
goat as a sin offering, to make atonement for you. 23’You shall offer these besides the burnt 
offering of the morning, which is for a regular burnt offering. 24’In this manner you shall offer 
the food of the offering made by fire daily for seven days, as a sweet aroma to the LORD; it 
shall be offered besides the regular burnt offering and its drink offering. 25’And on the seventh 
day you shall have a holy convocation. You shall do no customary work. 26’ Also on the day 



of the firstfruits, when you bring a new grain offering to the LORD at your Feast of Weeks, 
you shall have a holy convocation. You shall do no customary work. 27’You shall present a 
burnt offering as a sweet aroma to the LORD: two young bulls, one ram, and seven lambs in 
their first year,  28’with their grain offering of fine flour mixed with oil: three-tenths of an 
ephah for each bull, two-tenths for the one ram,  29’and one-tenth for each of the seven lambs;  
30’also one kid of the goats, to make atonement for you. 31’Be sure they are without blemish. 
You shall present them with their drink offerings, besides the regular burnt offering with its 
grain offering.  

 

NEW TESTAMENT READING  
Philippians 3:1-21 

Finally, my brethren, rejoice in the Lord. For me to write the same things to you is not tedious, 
but for you it is safe. 2Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the mutilation!  3For 
we are the circumcision, who worship God in the Spirit, rejoice in Christ Jesus, and have no 
confidence in the flesh, 4though I also might have confidence in the flesh. If anyone else thinks 
he may have confidence in the flesh, I more so:  5circumcised the eighth day, of the stock of 
Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin, a Hebrew of the Hebrews; concerning the law, a Pharisee; 
6concerning zeal, persecuting the church; concerning the righteousness which is in the law, 
blameless. 7But what things were gain to me, these I have counted loss for Christ. 8Yet indeed 
I also count all things loss for the excellence of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord, for 
whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them as rubbish, that I may gain Christ  
9and be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is from the law, but that 
which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is from God by faith;  10that I may 
know Him and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being 
conformed to His death,  11if, by any means, I may attain to the resurrection from the dead. 
12Not that I have already attained, or am already perfected; but I press on, that I may lay hold 
of that for which Christ Jesus has also laid hold of me. 13Brethren, I do not count myself to 
have apprehended; but one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind and reaching 
forward to those things which are ahead, 14I press toward the goal for the prize of the upward 
call of God in Christ Jesus. 15Therefore let us, as many as are mature, have this mind; and if 
in anything you think otherwise, God will reveal even this to you. 16Nevertheless, to the degree 
that we have already attained, let us walk by the same rule, let us be of the same mind. 
17Brethren, join in following my example, and note those who so walk, as you have us for a 
pattern. 18For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, 
that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ:  19whose end is destruction, whose god is their 
belly, and whose glory is in their shame -- who set their mind on earthly things. 20For our 
citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, 
21who will transform our lowly body that it may be conformed to His glorious body, 
according to the working by which He is able even to subdue all things to Himself.

20 Then Peter, turning around, saw the disciple whom Jesus loved following, who 

also had leaned on His breast at the supper, and said, “Lord, who is the one 
who betrays You?”   

21 Peter, seeing him, said to Jesus, “But Lord, what about this man?”   
22 Jesus said to him, “If I will that he remain till I come, what is that to you? You 

follow Me.”   
23 Then this saying went out among the brethren that this disciple would not die. 

Yet Jesus did not say to him that he would not die, but, “If I will that he remain 
till I come, what is that to you?”   

24 This is the disciple who testifies of these things, and wrote these things; and we 
know that his testimony is true.  



25 And there are also many other things that Jesus did, which if they were written 
one by one, I suppose that even the world itself could not contain the books 
that would be written.

o The PCA’s book of church says this about the duty of the deacon: “The office 
of deacon is set forth in the Scriptures as ordinary and perpetual in the Church. 
The office is one of sympathy and service, after the example of the Lord Jesus; 
it expresses also the communion of saints, especially in their helping one 
another in time of need.” 

o The Bible say this as to the qualifications of the deacon in 1 Timothy 3:8-12:  
“Likewise deacons must be reverent, not double-tongued, not given to much 
wine, not greedy for money, holding the mystery of the faith with a pure 
conscience. But let these also first be tested; then let them serve as deacons, 
being found blameless”  

o The session is nominating Tim Whitbeck, Steve Crane, and Mike Scarpitti.  

o If you believe there are other men who are members of the congregation that 
may be qualified for this office please ask them first, and if they are willing to 
be nominated, inform the elders of the church.  

o After a two-week nomination period, a time of training will begin, followed by 
a called congregational meeting to elect those the session has approved.  

o If you have any questions, please talk to Pastor Miller or one of the elders of 
the church.
