CONFESSION OF FAITH* 
Nicene Creed  



All: We believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all things 
visible and invisible.  

 And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of his father 
before all worlds, God of God, Light of light, very God of very God, begotten, not 
made, being of one substance with the Father; by whom all things were made; who 
for us and for our salvation came down from heaven, and was incarnate by the Holy 
Spirit of the virgin Mary, and was made man; and was crucified also for us under 
Pontius Pilate; he suffered and was buried; and the third day he rose again according 
to the Scriptures, and ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the 
Father; and he shall come again with glory, to judge both the living and the dead; 
whose kingdom shall have no end.  

 And we believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of life, who proceeds from the 
Father and the Son; who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and 
glorified; who spoke by the prophets; and we believe in one holy catholic and 
apostolic church.

GOSPEL READING 
Mark 10:1-31 

Then He arose from there and came to the region of Judea by the other side of the Jordan. 
And multitudes gathered to Him again, and as He was accustomed, He taught them again. 



2The Pharisees came and asked Him, “Is it lawful for a man to divorce his wife?” testing Him. 
3And He answered and said to them, “What did Moses command you?” 4They said, “Moses 
permitted a man to write a certificate of divorce, and to dismiss her.” 5And Jesus answered 
and said to them, “Because of the hardness of your heart he wrote you this precept. 6”But 
from the beginning of the creation, God ‘made them male and female.’ 7’For this reason a man 
shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, 8’and the two shall become one 
flesh’; so then they are no longer two, but one flesh. 9”Therefore what God has joined 
together, let not man separate.” 10In the house His disciples also asked Him again about the 
same matter. 11So He said to them, “Whoever divorces his wife and marries another commits 
adultery against her. 12”And if a woman divorces her husband and marries another, she 
commits adultery.” 13Then they brought little children to Him, that He might touch them; but 
the disciples rebuked those who brought them. 14But when Jesus saw it, He was greatly 
displeased and said to them, “Let the little children come to Me, and do not forbid them; for 
of such is the kingdom of God. 15”Assuredly, I say to you, whoever does not receive the 
kingdom of God as a little child will by no means enter it.” 16And He took them up in His 
arms, put His hands on them, and blessed them. 17Now as He was going out on the road, one 
came running, knelt before Him, and asked Him, “Good Teacher, what shall I do that I may 
inherit eternal life?” 18So Jesus said to him, “Why do you call Me good? No one is good but 
One, that is, God. 19”You know the commandments: ‘Do not commit adultery,’ ‘Do not 
murder,’ ‘Do not steal,’ ‘Do not bear false witness,’ ‘Do not defraud,’ ‘Honor your father and 
your mother.’ “ 20And he answered and said to Him, “Teacher, all these things I have kept 
from my youth.” 21Then Jesus, looking at him, loved him, and said to him, “One thing you 
lack: Go your way, sell whatever you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure 
in heaven; and come, take up the cross, and follow Me.” 22But he was sad at this word, and 
went away sorrowful, for he had great possessions. 23Then Jesus looked around and said to 
His disciples, “How hard it is for those who have riches to enter the kingdom of God!” 24And 
the disciples were astonished at His words. But Jesus answered again and said to them, 
“Children, how hard it is for those who trust in riches to enter the kingdom of God! 25”It is 
easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom 
of God.” 26And they were greatly astonished, saying among themselves, “Who then can be 
saved?” 27But Jesus looked at them and said, “With men it is impossible, but not with God; 
for with God all things are possible.” 28Then Peter began to say to Him, “See, we have left all 
and followed You.” 29So Jesus answered and said, “Assuredly, I say to you, there is no one 
who has left house or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or children or lands, for 
My sake and the gospel’s, 30”who shall not receive a hundredfold now in this time -- houses 
and brothers and sisters and mothers and children and lands, with persecutions -- and in the 
age to come, eternal life. 31”But many who are first will be last, and the last first.” 

 

NEW TESTAMENT READING 
1 Timothy 4:1-16 

Now the Spirit expressly says that in latter times some will depart from the faith, giving heed 
to deceiving spirits and doctrines of demons, 2speaking lies in hypocrisy, having their own 
conscience seared with a hot iron, 3forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from 
foods which God created to be received with thanksgiving by those who believe and know 



the truth. 4For every creature of God is good, and nothing is to be refused if it is received with 
thanksgiving; 5for it is sanctified by the word of God and prayer. 6If you instruct the brethren 
in these things, you will be a good minister of Jesus Christ, nourished in the words of faith 
and of the good doctrine which you have carefully followed. 7But reject profane and old 
wives’ fables, and exercise yourself toward godliness. 8For bodily exercise profits a little, but 
godliness is profitable for all things, having promise of the life that now is and of that which 
is to come. 9This is a faithful saying and worthy of all acceptance. 10For to this end we both 
labor and suffer reproach, because we trust in the living God, who is the Savior of all men, 
especially of those who believe. 11These things command and teach. 12Let no one despise your 
youth, but be an example to the believers in word, in conduct, in love, in spirit, in faith, in 
purity. 13Till I come, give attention to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. 14Do not neglect the 
gift that is in you, which was given to you by prophecy with the laying on of the hands of the 
eldership. 15Meditate on these things; give yourself entirely to them, that your progress may 
be evident to all. 16Take heed to yourself and to the doctrine. Continue in them, for in doing 
this you will save both yourself and those who hear you.

Luke 4:13-21 “When Jesus Opened the Book” Pastor Earl Fair 
13 Now when the devil had ended every temptation, he departed from Him until 

an opportune time.  
14 Then Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit to Galilee, and news of Him 

went out through all the surrounding region.  
15 And He taught in their synagogues, being glorified by all.  
16 So He came to Nazareth, where He had been brought up. And as His custom 

was, He went into the synagogue on the Sabbath day, and stood up to read.  
17 And He was handed the book of the prophet Isaiah. And when He had opened 

the book, He found the place where it was written:  
18 “The Spirit of the LORD is upon Me, Because He has anointed Me To preach 

the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, To proclaim 
liberty to the captives And recovery of sight to the blind, To set at liberty those 
who are oppressed;  

19 To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD.”  
20 Then He closed the book, and gave it back to the attendant and sat down. And 

the eyes of all who were in the synagogue were fixed on Him.  
21 And He began to say to them, “Today this Scripture is fulfilled in your
