And what will
be the sign when all these things will be fulfilled?” SAnd Jesus, answering them, began to say:
“Take heed that no one deceives you. ¢’For many will come in My name, saying, ‘I am He,
and will deceive many.

12”Now brother will betray
brother to death, and a father his child; and children will rise up against parents and cause
them to be put to death. ” And you will be hated by all for My name’s sake. But he who
endures to the end shall be saved.

2 Timothy 4:1-22

T charge you therefore before God and the Lord Jesus Christ, who will judge the living and
the dead at His appearing and His kingdom: ?Preach the word! Be ready in season and out of
season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuffering and teaching. 3For the time will come
when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they
have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers; ‘and they will turn their ears
away from the truth, and be turned aside to fables.

May the Lord
repay him according to his works. >You also must beware of him, for he has greatly resisted
our words. %At my first defense no one stood with me, but all forsook me. May it not be
charged against them. 7But the Lord stood with me and strengthened me, so that the message
might be preached fully through me, and that all the Gentiles might hear. And I was delivered
out of the mouth of the lion. '®And the Lord will deliver me from every evil work and preserve
me for His heavenly kingdom. To Him be glory forever and ever. Amen! Greet Prisca and
Aquila, and the household of Onesiphorus. 2Erastus stayed in Corinth, but Trophimus I have
left in Miletus sick. 2’Do your utmost to come before winter. Eubulus greets you, as well as
Pudens, Linus, Claudia, and all the brethren.
