GOSPEL READING
Mark 14:1-11

After two days it was the Passover and the Feast of Unleavened Bread. And the chief priests
and the scribes sought how they might take Him by trickery and put Him to death. 2But they
said, “Not during the feast, lest there be an uproar of the people.” 3And being in Bethany at
the house of Simon the leper, as He sat at the table, a woman came having an alabaster flask
of very costly oil of spikenard. Then she broke the flask and poured it on His head. ‘But there
were some who were indignant among themselves, and said, “Why was this fragrant oil
wasted? >”For it might have been sold for more than three hundred denarii and given to the
poor.” And they criticized her sharply. ¢But Jesus said, “Let her alone. Why do you trouble



her? She has done a good work for Me. 7”’For you have the poor with you always, and
whenever you wish you may do them good; but Me you do not have always. #’She has done
what she could. She has come beforehand to anoint My body for burial. *” Assuredly, I say to
you, wherever this gospel is preached in the whole world, what this woman has done will
also be told as a memorial to her.” 19Then Judas Iscariot, one of the twelve, went to the chief
priests to betray Him to them. " And when they heard it, they were glad, and promised to
give him money. So he sought how he might conveniently betray Him.

Titus 2:1-15

But as for you, speak the things which are proper for sound doctrine: 2that the older men be
sober, reverent, temperate, sound in faith, in love, in patience; 3the older women likewise,
that they be reverent in behavior, not slanderers, not given to much wine, teachers of good
things -- 4that they admonish the young women to love their husbands, to love their children,
5to be discreet, chaste, homemakers, good, obedient to their own husbands, that the word of

'For the grace of God that brings salvation has appeared to all men, ?teaching
us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and
godly in the present age, 8looking for the blessed hope and glorious appearing of our great
God and Savior Jesus Christ, “who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every
lawless deed and purify for Himself His own special people, zealous for good works. 15Speak
these things, exhort, and rebuke with all authority. Let no one despise you.

= Are you a communicate member in good standing of a Bible-believing, gospel
proclaiming church?

= Are you pursuing a life of obedience by forsaking sin and striving, by grace and help of
the Holy Spirit, to glorify God with your entire life?

If you can answer “Yes” to each of these questions, then the Session of West Erie Presbyterian
Church in America welcomes and invites you to partake of the Lord’s Supper with us today.

If however, you cannot answer “Yes” to each of these questions — or if you are not sure — then
we request that you refrain from partaking at this time. We encourage you to take this time to
consider your own personal need for Christ, His abundant provision for the salvation of sinners,
as well of the biblical requirement to join a local body of believers in humble submission to
Christ’s provision of elders and overseers.
