GOSPEL READING 
Mark 15:1-20 

Immediately, in the morning, the chief priests held a consultation with the elders and scribes 
and the whole council; and they bound Jesus, led Him away, and delivered Him to Pilate. 
2Then Pilate asked Him, “Are You the King of the Jews?” He answered and said to him, “It is 
as you say.” 3And the chief priests accused Him of many things, but He answered nothing. 
4Then Pilate asked Him again, saying, “Do You answer nothing? See how many things they 
testify against You!” 5But Jesus still answered nothing, so that Pilate marveled. 6Now at the 
feast he was accustomed to releasing one prisoner to them, whomever they requested. 7And 
there was one named Barabbas, who was chained with his fellow rebels; they had committed 
murder in the rebellion. 8Then the multitude, crying aloud, began to ask him to do just as he 
had always done for them. 9But Pilate answered them, saying, “Do you want me to release to 
you the King of the Jews?” 10For he knew that the chief priests had handed Him over because 
of envy. 11But the chief priests stirred up the crowd, so that he should rather release Barabbas 
to them. 12Pilate answered and said to them again, “What then do you want me to do with 
Him whom you call the King of the Jews?” 13So they cried out again, “Crucify Him!” 14Then 
Pilate said to them, “Why, what evil has He done?” But they cried out all the more, “Crucify 
Him!” 15So Pilate, wanting to gratify the crowd, released Barabbas to them; and he delivered 
Jesus, after he had scourged Him, to be crucified. 16Then the soldiers led Him away into the 
hall called Praetorium, and they called together the whole garrison. 17And they clothed Him 
with purple; and they twisted a crown of thorns, put it on His head, 18and began to salute 
Him, “Hail, King of the Jews!” 19Then they struck Him on the head with a reed and spat on 
Him; and bowing the knee, they worshiped Him. 20And when they had mocked Him, they 
took the purple off Him, put His own clothes on Him, and led Him out to crucify Him. 

 

NEW TESTAMENT READING 
Hebrews 2:1-18 

Therefore we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we drift away. 
2For if the word spoken through angels proved steadfast, and every transgression and 



disobedience received a just reward,  how shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, 
which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who 
heard Him, 4God also bearing witness both with signs and wonders, with various miracles, 
and gifts of the Holy Spirit, according to His own will? 5For He has not put the world to come, 
of which we speak, in subjection to angels. 6But one testified in a certain place, saying: “What 
is man that You are mindful of him, Or the son of man that You take care of him? 7You have 
made him a little lower than the angels; You have crowned him with glory and honor, And 
set him over the works of Your hands. 8You have put all things in subjection under his feet.” 
For in that He put all in subjection under him, He left nothing that is not put under him. But 
now we do not yet see all things put under him. 9But we see Jesus, who was made a little 
lower than the angels, for the suffering of death crowned with glory and honor, that He, by 
the grace of God, might taste death for everyone. 10For it was fitting for Him, for whom are 
all things and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons to glory, to make the captain of 
their salvation perfect through sufferings. 11For both He who sanctifies and those who are 
being sanctified are all of one, for which reason He is not ashamed to call them brethren, 
12saying: “I will declare Your name to My brethren; In the midst of the assembly I will sing 
praise to You.” 13And again: “I will put My trust in Him.” And again: “Here am I and the 
children whom God has given Me.” 14Inasmuch then as the children have partaken of flesh 
and blood, He Himself likewise shared in the same, that through death He might destroy him 
who had the power of death, that is, the devil, 15and release those who through fear of death 
were all their lifetime subject to bondage. 16For indeed He does not give aid to angels, but He 
does give aid to the seed of Abraham. 17Therefore, in all things He had to be made like His 
brethren, that He might be a merciful and faithful High Priest in things pertaining to God, to 
make propitiation for the sins of the people. 18For in that He Himself has suffered, being 
tempted, He is able to aid those who are tempted.
