GOSPEL READING

Mark 16:1-20

Now when the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James, and Salome
bought spices, that they might come and anoint Him. ?Very early in the morning, on the first
day of the week, they came to the tomb when the sun had risen. *And they said among
themselves, “Who will roll away the stone from the door of the tomb for us?” *But when they
looked up, they saw that the stone had been rolled away -- for it was very large. >And entering
the tomb, they saw a young man clothed in a long white robe sitting on the right side; and
they were alarmed. ¢But he said to them, “Do not be alarmed. You seek Jesus of Nazareth,
who was crucified. He is risen! He is not here. See the place where they laid Him. 7"But go,
tell His disciples -- and Peter -- that He is going before you into Galilee; there you will see
Him, as He said to you.” 8So they went out quickly and fled from the tomb, for they trembled
and were amazed. And they said nothing to anyone, for they were afraid. "Now when He
rose early on the first day of the week, He appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom
He had cast seven demons. 1°She went and told those who had been with Him, as they
mourned and wept. ""And when they heard that He was alive and had been seen by her, they
did not believe. 12After that, He appeared in another form to two of them as they walked and
went into the country. ®And they went and told it to the rest, but they did not believe them
either. “Later He appeared to the eleven as they sat at the table; and He rebuked their unbelief
and hardness of heart, because they did not believe those who had seen Him after He had
risen. PAnd He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature.
16”He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be
condemned. 177 And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out
demons; they will speak with new tongues; ”they will take up serpents; and if they drink
anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will
recover.” 19So then, after the Lord had spoken to them, He was received up into heaven, and
sat down at the right hand of God. 22And they went out and preached everywhere, the Lord
working with them and confirming the word through the accompanying signs. Amen.

NEW TESTAMENT READING

Hebrews 4:1-16

Therefore, since a promise remains of entering His rest, let us fear lest any of you seem to
have come short of it. 2For indeed the gospel was preached to us as well as to them; but the
word which they heard did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in those who heard
it. 3For we who have believed do enter that rest, as He has said: “So I swore in My wrath,
‘They shall not enter My rest,” “ although the works were finished from the foundation of the
world. ‘For He has spoken in a certain place of the seventh day in this way: “And God rested
on the seventh day from all His works”; and again in this place: “They shall not enter My
rest.” ¢Since therefore it remains that some must enter it, and those to whom it was first
preached did not enter because of disobedience, 7again He designates a certain day, saying
in David, “Today,” after such a long time, as it has been said: “Today, if you will hear His
voice, Do not harden your hearts.” 8For if Joshua had given them rest, then He would not
afterward have spoken of another day. “There remains therefore a rest for the people of God.



10For he who has entered His rest has himself also ceased from his works as God did from
His. "Let us therefore be diligent to enter that rest, lest anyone fall according to the same
example of disobedience. 1?For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any
two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow,
and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. ®And there is no creature hidden
from His sight, but all things are naked and open to the eyes of Him to whom we must give
account. “Seeing then that we have a great High Priest who has passed through the heavens,
Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession. >For we do not have a High Priest who
cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without
sin. 1Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find
grace to help in time of need.

Genesis 7:1-16 “The Flood-Part1” Pastor Marc Miller

1 Then the LORD said to Noah, “Come into the ark, you and all your household,
because I have seen that you are righteous before Me in this generation.

2 “You shall take with you seven each of every clean animal, a male and his
female; two each of animals that are unclean, a male and his female;

3 "also seven each of birds of the air, male and female, to keep the species alive
on the face of all the earth.

4 “For after seven more days I will cause it to rain on the earth forty days and
forty nights, and I will destroy from the face of the earth all living things that I
have made.”

5 And Noah did according to all that the LORD commanded him.

6 Noah was six hundred years old when the floodwaters were on the earth.

7 So Noah, with his sons, his wife, and his sons” wives, went into the ark because
of the waters of the flood.

8 Of clean animals, of animals that are unclean, of birds, and of everything that
creeps on the earth,

% two by two they went into the ark to Noah, male and female, as God had
commanded Noah.
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And it came to pass after seven days that the waters of the flood were on the
earth.

In the six hundredth year of Noah's life, in the second month, the seventeenth
day of the month, on that day all the fountains of the great deep were broken
up, and the windows of heaven were opened.
