As you drive, Talk about how Jesus 
rising from the grave is the BEST 
NEWS EVER.

As 
you drive, look for people through the 
window. When you see someone, 
pretend to honk your horn, and cup your 
hands around your mouth and say, “Big 
news! Jesus is alive!” 
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Jesus [point up] is alive! 
[raise arms upward in a “V” shape]
