READ John 3:8

This week in small group you made a kite. 
Do you remember why? You need wind to 
fly a kite. You can’t see the wind, but you 
can see the wind move the kite. This verse 
compares the wind with the Holy Spirit. You 
can’t see the wind or the Holy Spirit, but you 
can hear them and see what they do.

Decorate this kite to help you remember the 
Holy Spirit gives us power to live God’s 
way. If you have a kite, go out and fly it!

After dinner, grab a cotton ball. Have your child put it on 
one end of the table and blow as hard as they can. See 
who can make the cotton ball go the furthest. You can’t see 
the air blow from your mouth but you can see it working to 
move the cotton ball.

Big Idea: God gives new life

Focus: The Holy Spirit helps us in our new life.

Memory Verse:  “God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son. 
Anyone who believes in Him will not die but will have eternal life.”  
John 3:16 (NirV)

Bible Story Summary: 
Read Acts 2:1-41, Luke 24:44; 2 Timothy 3:16; Psalm 119:104
The disciples gathered on Pentecost. They heard a mighty rushing wind from heaven. 
Tongues of fire appeared above their heads, and they were filled with the Holy Spirit. The 
Spirit gave them the ability to speak in foreign languages. People from various nations were 
amazed. Peter explained that this was a fulfillment of Joel’s prophecy and preached about 
Jesus’ death and resurrection. Three thousand believed and were baptized, marking the 
birth of the church.

He Question:  Who is the Holy Spirit?
The Holy Spirit is God and has all of the power and authority of God. The same Holy Spirit 
given to believers at Pentecost lives in followers of Jesus today. 

We Question: How does the Holy Spirit help us?
When we trust in Jesus, the Holy Spirit comes to live inside of us. He helps us know how to 
follow God and spread His love.

Me Question: How is God inviting me to respond?
Kids will be given the opportunity to reflect on the truth they learned about God and respond 
accordingly.
