
Monday
READ: Colossians 2:16–17
REFLECT: Paul warns believers not to let others judge their spiritual maturity based on 
religious rules or practices. The substance of our faith is not rules or rituals. It is Jesus 
himself. True closeness to God comes from connection with Jesus, not human standards.
RESPOND: Write down this phrase and place it somewhere you will see it often: Christ 
is the substance, not the shadow. Use it as a reminder that your spiritual maturity is 
measured by your connection to Christ, not how well you practice religion. 

Tuesday
READ: Colossians 2:18
REFLECT: Paul addresses those claiming deeper spiritual experiences (visions, angel 
worship, or secret insights) who suggested ordinary believers were missing something. 
He says this mindset is spiritual pride and leaves them disconnected. Growth does not 
come from extraordinary encounters but from faithfully walking with Jesus every day.
RESPOND: Do you ever feel like you need a “bigger” spiritual experience to grow?  
Ask God to help you value daily faithfulness over spiritual hype.

Wednesday
READ: Colossians 2:19
REFLECT: Paul says the problem with false teachers is that they have “lost connection 
with the head,” which is Jesus. We receive spiritual life from Jesus. When we focus more 
on rules, experiences, or performance than on Christ, we become disconnected from the 
source of growth. Spiritual maturity flows from relationship, not religious activity.
RESPOND: What helps you stay connected to Christ throughout the day? Spend a few 
moments today simply abiding in him through prayer.

Thursday
READ: Colossians 2:20
REFLECT: Paul reminds believers that the pressures of religious performance no longer 
define them. The old system that measured worth by rules and achievements has no 
authority. Because of Christ, we don’t have to prove ourselves. We are secure in him. 
RESPOND: What expectations or pressures still make you feel like you must “prove”  
your faith? Thank Jesus that your identity is secure in him. 

Friday
READ: Colossians 2:21–23
REFLECT: The regulations Paul quotes may appear spiritual, but he says they have no real 
power to change the heart. External rules can control behavior for a time, but they don’t 
transform inner desires. Only Jesus can do that. True transformation comes not from 
managing behavior but from remaining connected to Jesus.
RESPOND: Are you relying more on behavior management or heart transformation?  
Ask Jesus to shape your desires, not just your actions.
