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Discussion Questions E.r.l.c.nﬂ

Monday

READ: Colossians 2:6-7

REFLECT: Paul reminded believers that the Christian life begins by trusting Christ.
The Colossians “received” Christ and were now walking in him. Just as roots draw
nourishment from the soil, believers draw life from Christ. Spiritual growth happens
by going deeper into the truth we've received and living it out.

RESPOND: What does it look like to “walk in Christ” today? Are you rooted in Christ
or drifting toward other things? Take time to thank God for saving and sustaining you.

Tuesday

READ: Colossians 2:8

REFLECT: Paul warns believers against empty philosophies and human traditions. They
may promise wisdom but ultimately enslave those who follow them. Anything that pulls
your heart away from Christ (worldly values, ambitions, success) can become a form of
captivity. The safeguard against deception is Christ and his truth.

RESPOND: What voices shape the way you think? Are there things pulling your heart
away from Christ? Ask God to show you anything that competes with his truth.

Wednesday

READ: Colossians 2:9-10

REFLECT: Jesus is not merely a spiritual teacher or guide; he is fully God in human
form. Because believers are united with Christ, they share in his fullness. This means
our identity, security, and completeness are found in him alone. When we grasp this
truth, we no longer feel the need to chase other sources of spiritual fulfillment.

RESPOND: Do you ever feel like something is missing in your life? How are you tempted
to look for fulfillment outside of Jesus? Spend time thanking God for this completeness.

Thursday

READ: Colossians 2:11-12

REFLECT: Believers have experienced a spiritual transformation through Christ. The old
self, dominated by sin, is gone, and a new life has begun. Baptism symbolizes being buried
with Christ and raised to new life. This means believers are no longer defined by their past
or by sin’s authority. Instead, they live under the power of Christ's resurrection.

RESPOND: What areas of your life still feel controlled by the “old self"? How does your
new identity change how you live today? Ask God to help you walk in this new life.

Friday
READ: Colossians 2:13-15

REFLECT: Humanity stood guilty before God with an unpayable debt. Through Jesus’
death, that debt was canceled. We are forgiven and the enemy is defeated. The cross
is not just a symbol of forgiveness, but an announcement that Jesus triumphed.

RESPOND: Do you carry guilt for sins that Jesus has already forgiven? How would
your life change if you fully believed your debt was canceled?
