Students will learn how to read music, the components of how to sing a melody or
harmony, the basics of successful singing including intonation, breath support, rhythm &
posture, and how to blend voices together to form a cohesive choir. Students will learn their
vocal range (soprano, alto, tenor, baritone, bass) and throughout the school year we will
work on a variety of skills necessary for singing with skill. There will be an end of year
production.
