FACTS ABOUT EZEKIEL:

e Name means “ 7

e Son of , a Zadokite priest.

e Original audience was the Jews in Babylonian captivity.
e Probably written around

e [Ezekiel was a younger contemporary of Jeremiah. Jeremiah ministered to the people still in Judah, while
Ezekiel prophesied to those in Babylonia after the defeat of Jehoiachin.
He was taken there in 597-596 BC.

e Purpose of Ezekiel: to announce God’s judgment on Israel and other nations and to foretell the eventual
salvation of God’s people.

EZEKIEL UNVEILS GOD’S HOLY NATURE TO ME, SPECIFICALLY THAT...

1) GOD’S HOLINESS

“...And on this throne high above was a figure whose appearance resembled a man. From what appeared to be
his waist up, he looked like gleaming amber, flickering like a fire. And from his waist down, he looked like a
burning flame, shining with splendor. All around him was a glowing halo, like a rainbow shining in the clouds
on a rainy day. This is what the glory of the Lord looked like to me. When I saw it, I fell face down on the
ground, and I heard someone’s voice speaking to me.”

— Ezekiel 1:26-28

“It was in the year King Uzziah died that I saw the Lord. He was sitting on a lofty throne, and the train of his
robe filled the Temple. Attending him were mighty seraphim, each having six wings. With two wings they
covered their faces, with two they covered their feet, and with two they flew. They were calling out to each
other, ‘Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of Heaven’s Armies! The whole earth is filled with his glory!’”
