Main Theme

There are many voices, but only one voice carries truth and authority—Jesus. The voice you agree with determines the direction of your life.

1. The Real Question: Whose Voice Are You Listening To?

· Everyone hears voices (thoughts, influences, emotions)

· The issue is not if you hear voices, It’s which one you agree with

Sources of voices:

· Culture

· Fear

· Disappointment

· Accusation

· The enemy

· Jesus

The loudest voice in your life = the direction of your life

2. You Don’t Need to Study Every Lie—Know the Truth

· Like counterfeit experts:

· They don’t study fake money

· They study the real thing

Know Jesus’ voice so well that lies become obvious

3. The Enemy Attacks Through Lies

· Satan’s primary weapon = deception

· One sentence can undo seasons of faith

Example: Elijah

· Massive victory → one threat → fear & depression

· “You’re going to die” → believed → ran away

Lies are powerful when believed

4. Lies Are Subtle and Often Sound True

· “You’re not enough”

· “You’ll never change”

· “Nobody cares”

· “You’re disqualified”

Lies often contain partial truth → still a lie

5. Lies Become Identity if You Agree With Them

· What you replay becomes your reality

· Elijah said:

· “I’m the only one left”

· God said:

· “There are 7,000 more”

Your perspective can be completely distorted by lies

6. God Speaks in a Whisper, Not Noise

· Not in:

· Wind

· Earthquake

· Fire

· But in a gentle whisper

God’s voice is clearest in stillness we often avoid

7. Jesus Is the Final and Better Word

· God didn’t send:

· Another prophet

· Another angel

He sent His Son

· Jesus is:

· Not just the messenger

· He is the message

8. Jesus Finished the Work

· “He sat down” → It is finished

· No more striving

· No more earning

Truth:

· You are forgiven

· You are accepted

· You are not condemned

9. Replace Lies with Truth

You don’t just reject lies—you replace them.

Examples:

· “I’m alone” → God is with me

· “I’m not enough” → His grace is sufficient

· “I’m guilty” → No condemnation in Christ

· “I’ll never change” → I am a new creation

Truth must replace the lie to bring freedom

10. Agreement Determines Transformation

· Lies still try to narrate your identity

· But you choose:

· Which voice gets the microphone

“My sheep hear my voice”
