•	 Our Campus. Fair Oaks Church is located on eleven 
beautiful acres of oak studded land on top of a hill 
adjacent to a large community park and public 
library. Our campus footprint is on two acres of the 
land with a large, updated worship center, a multi-
use conference facility, and a Children and Youth 
building that is built to California school standards.
