Upcoming Drainage Project & Temporary Entry Changes  
 

The drainage project will soon be underway to correct the grading issues that 
allow water to enter our building.  We want to extend a sincere thank you to Ed 
Watson for scheduling this needed work and coordinating logistics with the 
Caterpillar Clubhouse daycare team to minimize disruptions.   
 

The initial phase will allow all entries to remain open and accessible.  There will be 
no impact to the parking lot.  As construction progresses, the red entry doors to 
the multipurpose area will temporarily close.  Ed will work directly with the 
daycare to reroute entry to the church’s upper side entrance.  Work on the final 
phase will be completed over a weekend, if possible, in order to avoid restricting 
use of the playground.   
 

The daycare staff and church leadership are fully committed to working together 
to ensure a smooth transition as we improve our shared facility.  Thank you to all 
who volunteered their time and contributed financially to make this crucial repair 
possible.
