The apostle Paul reminds us not to be overcome by evil. That means evil will show up—but it does not have to win. Jesus takes it even further by calling us to love and pray for those who oppose us. This is not about excusing wrong behavior; it is about refusing to let someone else’s actions corrupt your spirit.
