"Let us search out and examine our ways, and turn back to the Lord." — Lamentations 3:40
In a world filled with noise, distractions, and constant demands, we rarely take time to pause and look within. Yet Scripture repeatedly calls us to self-reflection—not to dwell on our failures, but to evaluate our lives in the light of God's grace and truth.
Self-reflection is the spiritual discipline of examining our thoughts, attitudes, actions, and priorities before God.  Christ? Have I allowed worry, pride, bitterness, or complacency to take root in my heart?
King David prayed, "Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts" (Psalm 139:23). David understood that true self-examination begins when we invite God to reveal what we cannot see on our own.  As we worship today, may we take a moment to reflect on our walk with God. Let us celebrate where He has brought us, confess where we have fallen short, and commit ourselves anew to following His will. Reflection is not about looking backward with regret; it is about looking inward with honesty and forward with hope.  When we examine our hearts and surrender them to God, He transforms us from the inside out.
