“Do not be misled: ‘Bad company corrupts good character.” 1 Corinthians 15:33
Our hearts are shaped by what we repeatedly allow around us — conversations, relationships, environments, influences, and attitudes. Paul warns the church not to be deceived into believing that negative influences have no effect on spiritual character. Over time, unhealthy company can slowly weaken convictions, cloud judgment, and drain spiritual passion.
Guarding your heart is not about isolating yourself from people; it is about protecting your spirit from influences that pull you away from God’s purpose. Some relationships strengthen faith, wisdom, and peace, while others feed negativity, compromise, gossip, bitterness, or temptation.
Jesus spent time with broken people, but He never allowed brokenness to shape His identity or mission. As believers, we are called to love everyone while remaining rooted in godly wisdom and discernment.
Ask yourself:
· Who is influencing my heart? 
· What conversations are feeding my spirit? 
· Are the people around me pushing me closer to God or farther away? 
A guarded heart chooses wisdom over popularity, peace over chaos, and godly influence over toxic connection.
