 Current Facility Needs 
1. Shed #2 Clear out and reorganize the contents (primarily NextGen items). 
2. FLC A=c Assemble a team of men and women to clear and reorganize the aPc. Some 

items may pose fire hazards and need to be removed. 
3. Main Lobby Floor Tiles Replace or regrout three floor Eles in the lobby. All necessary 

materials are already on hand. 
4. Wood Pile Burn Once statewide burn restricEons are liVed, burn the wood pile located 

at the rear of the property. 
5. Debris Removal Remove a truckload of debris from between the two storage sheds and 

transport it to the landfill. 
6. Auditorium Speakers Gather several men to help move the large auditorium speakers 

forward a few feet. This adjustment will help reduce weekly microphone feedback 
issues. 

7. Light Bar InstallaHon Install a new light bar between the relocated speakers. This will 
allow for new saturaEon lighEng to eliminate shadowed areas on the pla[orm.
