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Have you ever failed to do what you should have done because you were afraid?

- When it comes to doing God's will, fear is not an acceptable excuse for failure,

- Many times in Scripture, Jesus commanded His disciples not to fear or else rebuked them when
they were fearful.

- Check out these examples: Matt. 8:26; Matt. 10:26-31; Matt. 14:30-31; Mark 4:40; Rev. 2:10. His
words against fear now apply to us.

To succeed in God's service, we must have courage.
- Courage is the quality of acting despite fear or in the face of danger.
- When Joshua was called by God to lead Israel, he was commanded to be strong and courageous
and was given the means to succeed. Cf. Joshua 1:6-9.
- Like Joshua, we may also find courage to succeed in the Lord's work. Cf. (Heb. 13:5-6).

So, What Kind Of Courage Is Needed?
1. First, We Need The Courage To
- Our commission from the Lord is to speak His word.
- Jesus gave the Great Commission to His apostles, and it has been passed down to us. Cf. Matt.
28:18-20; Mark 16:15-16; 2 Tim. 2:1-2; 4:1-5.
- We must have the courage to say what needs to be said. Notice 2 Timothy 2:24-26

2. Second, We Need The Courage To
- The Scriptures resound with the necessity of being doers of the word.
- The word of God is powerful for salvation (Rom. 1:16) but not for those who do not act on it.
Matt. 7:24-27; Jas. 1:22-25 Jas. 2:14-24; 1 John 3:17-18
- We must have the courage to do what needs to be done. Matt. 5:16;
- It takes courage to be seen doing good works that are strange in this world. Matthew 5:16; 1
Peter 4:4-5.

3. Third, We Need The Courage To

- The Scriptures prepare us for the inevitability of suffering.

- Jesus indicated that insults and persecution would come to His followers in Matthew 5:10-12; 2
Timothy 3:12

- The consequences of being faithful to the Lord can include suffering. Cf. Matt. 10:37; Mark
10:28; Heb. 10:32-34; Phil. 2:30; Rev. 2:13.

- We must have the courage to suffer for the sake of Christ.

The courage to speak, act, and even suffer for the Lord is uncommon in this world.
- Our courage to say and do what is right regardless of circumstances or consequences is a
