QUESTION 9

Jesus said the world will hate His followers because they are not of the
world. In what ways might we be compromising our distinct identity
as Christians to avoid rejection or maintain worldly acceptance?

QUESTION 10

The sermon challenges us to use whatever platform we have to point
people to Jesus. What platform has God given you, and how can you
more boldly use it to glorify Him despite potential criticism?
