HOME-GROUP QUESTIONS 

 

QUESTION 1 
How does the concept of being changed 'from the inside out' differ 
from external religious conformity, and what does this reveal about 
authentic Christian transformation? 

QUESTION 2 
Pastor Mel states that 'the Holy Spirit doesn't need more of you, you 
need to give more of yourself to the Holy Spirit.' What compartments 
of your life might still be locked away from God's influence? 

QUESTION 3 
In what ways does our culture's epidemic of anxiety reveal a lack of 
understanding about casting our cares on God, and how can the 
church better model this biblical truth? 

QUESTION 4 
How does humility before God's mighty hand lead to a 'peace that 
surpasses all understanding,' especially when circumstances don't 
change? 

QUESTION 5 
What does it mean practically to prioritize pleasing God over pleasing 
the world, and where do you find this tension most challenging in 
your own life? 
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QUESTION 6 
The sermon describes how easily pride can creep in, even in small 
moments. How can we cultivate a consistently humble and teachable 
heart before God? 

QUESTION 7 
Jesus responded to Satan's temptations by quoting Scripture. How 
equipped are you to use God's Word as a weapon against spiritual 
attack, and what steps can you take to be better prepared? 

QUESTION 8 
What does it mean that Satan 'prowls around like a roaring lion 
seeking someone to devour,' and how does this change how seriously 
we should take spiritual warfare? 

QUESTION 9 
How does understanding that God created billions of galaxies by His 
spoken word impact the way we trust Him with our personal struggles 
and anxieties? 

QUESTION 10 
The pastor challenged the idea of being a 'church of one.' What 
unique gifts has God given you to serve others in the body of Christ, 
and how are you currently using them?
