QUESTION 1

How does the biblical definition of unconditional love (agape)
challenge our natural tendencies in marriage and family relationships,
and what practical steps can we take to love others the way God loves
us?

QUESTION 2

The sermon emphasizes that God's design for family is being attacked
in our culture. In what specific ways do you see this happening, and
how can we as believers stand firm in biblical truth while showing
compassion to those who disagree?

QUESTION 3

Proverbs 31 describes a woman of extraordinary capability and
devotion. How can we celebrate these qualities without creating
unrealistic expectations that lead to guilt or burnout for mothers
today?

QUESTION 4

The pastor mentions that he has never heard anyone say their life was
ruined by following God's plan, but many have said the opposite
about disobeying it. What does this observation reveal about the
wisdom and trustworthiness of Scripture?

QUESTION 5
How does the concept of fearing the Lord, as mentioned in Proverbs



NOTES: 31:30, differ from being afraid of God, and why is this distinction

important for our relationship with Him?

QUESTION 6

The sermon discusses the importance of seeking counsel from those
who follow God's Word. How do we discern between worldly wisdom
and biblical wisdom when facing difficult decisions in our marriages
and families?

QUESTION 7
What role does forgiveness play in honoring our parents, especially

when they were imperfect or caused us pain, and how does holding

onto bitterness ultimately harm us more than them?

QUESTION 8

The Proverbs 31 woman balances entrepreneurial endeavors with
household responsibilities. How can modern mothers and fathers
discern their priorities and maintain healthy balance without
sacrificing what matters most?

QUESTION 9
How does the story of the woman at the fire pit illustrate God's

providence and His desire to connect believers with one another, and
what does this teach us about being attentive to His leading in

everyday moments?

QUESTION 10

In what ways does the foundational family unit reflect God's design for
society, and what are the consequences when this design is rejected
or redefined by culture?
