HOME-GROUP QUESTIONS 

 

QUESTION 1 
How does the concept of being 'sober-minded and watchful' 
challenge you to be more aware of spiritual battles in your daily life, 
workplace, or family? 

QUESTION 2 
In what ways might Christians today be unknowingly allowing Satan's 
lies about the gospel, the Bible, or creation to influence their thinking? 

QUESTION 3 
When Jesus called out the scribes and Pharisees as 'whitewashed 
tombs,' He demonstrated that love sometimes requires confronting 
falsehood. How do you balance speaking truth with maintaining 
genuine love and hope for restoration? 

QUESTION 4 
The disciples in Acts 5:29 declared 'we must obey God rather than 
men.' What modern situations might require Christians to take a 
similar stand, and what would that cost you personally? 

QUESTION 5 
How has the misuse of the word 'judgmental' affected your willingness 
to exercise biblical discernment or speak up about doctrinal truth? 
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QUESTION 6 
Why do you think so many Christians remain silent on moral issues 
when politics invades theological territory, and what would it take for 
you to find your voice? 

QUESTION 7 
The sermon argues that 'politics is invading the church' rather than 
the reverse. Do you agree with this assessment, and how does this 
perspective change your responsibility as a believer? 

 

QUESTION 8 
What does it mean practically to be a 'biblical values voter,' and how 
might you apply Scripture as a lens when evaluating candidates and 
propositions? 

QUESTION 9 
Dietrich Bonhoeffer said 'silence in the face of evil is itself evil.' What 
areas of cultural or moral concern might God be calling you to speak 
up about rather than remain silent? 

QUESTION 10 
How does understanding that you are 'fearfully and wonderfully made' 
by a Creator God affect your view of human dignity, gender, sexuality, 
and the value of preborn life?
