QUESTION 1 
What does it practically look like in your daily life to humble yourself 
under God's mighty hand while still actively engaging in your 
circumstances rather than passively waiting for God to act? 

QUESTION 2 
How can we distinguish between casting our anxieties on God versus 
abdicating our responsibilities, and what does the balance of 'pray 
and row' look like in a current challenge you're facing? 

QUESTION 3 
In what ways might you be getting your theology from social media 
rather than Scripture, and how can you become more sober-minded 
in interpreting circumstances through the lens of God's Word? 

QUESTION 4 
When have you experienced spiritual warfare in your life, and how did 
recognizing the true enemy behind physical circumstances change 
your response to the situation? 

QUESTION 5 
What would it look like for you to boldly share the gospel in your 
workplace, school, or neighborhood as the only Christian light God 
has placed there? 
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QUESTION 6 
How does understanding that God sees you through the 
righteousness of Christ rather than your own performance change the 
way you approach spiritual battles and daily challenges? 

QUESTION 7 
Why do you think so many people today reject the exclusivity of Jesus 
as the only way to salvation, and how can we communicate this truth 
with both boldness and love? 

QUESTION 8 
What specific piece of the armor of God from Ephesians 6 do you 
most need to strengthen in your life right now, and what practical 
steps can you take to do so? 

QUESTION 9 
How does the textual reliability of Scripture with over 5,600 Greek 
manuscripts strengthen your confidence in sharing the Bible as God's 
authoritative Word when confronted with claims that it has been 
corrupted? 

QUESTION 10 
Have you truly made your faith in Christ your own personal decision, 
or are you relying on family tradition or cultural Christianity, and what 
would it mean for you to own your faith today?
