Series Title – Grace
Main Point - I Am Created in God’s Image Because Of His Grace

Welcome to kidsLIFE.  
Before we get into the lesson, I have a question: would you rather have rainbow-colored skin like a walking painting, or have animal ears like a bunny or a lion?

I’m going to pray over you and this lesson and then we will get started. [Pray]
Now, I would love it if everyone stood up and help sing this song to the Lord. 

4 Game Time
Through the Hoop
Split the class into two groups and have each form a circle. Have the students in each circle connect each other by holding the end of a pool noodle. Designate the first person in each circle and give them a hula hoop. This student will only be holding one end of a pool noodle and their other hand will be holding the hula hoop.
When you say Go, the first student on each team will move the hula hoop by stepping through it and moving it over the pool noodle to the next person. The next person will repeat the process and step through the hula hoop. The students must hold on to their pool noodles as they keep the hula hoop moving. The first team to get their pool noodle back around to the first student wins.

God made us in His image on purpose – and even when we mess up, His grace means we are still deeply loved.

Let’s take a look at our memory verse. 
8 Memory Verse
“For from His fullness we have all received, grace upon grace. For the law was given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ.” John 1:16-17 ESV

9 Series Slide
Give each kid a foil sheet. Let each child look at themselves. Or use the big mirror on stage. What do you see? What makes you you?

God didn’t just make how you look – He made your heart, your kindness, your creativity. You reflect Him!

We are not accidents. We are designed to reflect God. When you forgive – you’re reflecting God. When you help someone – you’re reflecting God.
What does grace mean to you?
Grace = getting love and kindness even when we don’t deserve it.
Have you ever messed up? Did someone still love you anyway?
God knew you wouldn’t be perfect, but He still chose to love us fully.

Show a bill ($1 or $5, any bill)
Is this valuable?
Crumble it, step on it
Is it still valuable?
Just like the money still has value, you still have value even when you mess up – because God made you.
You were made on purpose.
You are loved no matter what.
That will never change. 
“For I am sure that neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor things to come, nor powers, nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.” Romans 8:38-39

10 Prayer Time
Thank God for being a deliverer. Ask him to help everyone leave behind anything that doesn’t belong in their life.
· Provide space for reflection and listening to the Holy Spirit (at least 30 seconds).
· Explain that they can talk to God about anything they are thinking or feeling.
· Explain that there is power in several people praying about the same thing. 
· Start asking kids what they want to pray about and say a short prayer with them about that need.
· Here are some suggestions of prayers for kids that don’t know what to pray about:
· “Thank you for my family” or “friends” or “church.”
· “Please protect my family” or “my school.”
· “Help me to have joy” or “do well in school/sports/activities.”

11 Game Time
Musical Noodles
Place multiple noodles on the ground in a circle pointing out.
The noodles should all be touching in the middle.
Make sure there is one less noodle than the number of students.
Just like musical chairs, they walk around the noodles with music being played. As soon as the music stops, they each grab a noodle. The last one who doesn’t have a noodle is out of the game. Repeat for each round, taking one noodle or more out each round. The last student to grab the last noodle wins.
