Main Point - I Have Hope in the Power of God!

Good morning, everyone! What did you do for the 4th of July?

I’m going to pray over you and this lesson and then we will get started. [Pray]
Now, I would love it if everyone stood up and help sing this song to the Lord. 

4 Worship 

5 Series Slide
Do you think God still speaks to His people?
We believe He does. We will be talking about Elijah this month. God spoke to Elijah and used him to speak to His people. 

Let’s take a look at our memory verse.

6 Memory Verse
“Yours, O God, is the greatness, the power, the glory, the victory, and the majesty. Everything in the heavens and on earth is yours, O Lord, and this is your kingdom. We adore you as the one who is over all things.” 1 Chronicles 29:11 NLT

7 Series Slide
God is always at work, even today. We will be learning about Elijah and how his story helps us to be reminded of God’s power and how He brings His people into a relationship with Him.

Let’s learn more about this in this week’s video.

8 Video– 30 minutes
There will be three times the video will include a 5-minute small group time. No need to pause the video. We will split the room into two. There will be a leader at each side asking their side of the room questions

9 Series Slide
We’re moving into our final worship time. Remember this is not a time to talk to our friends or play. We want to give our full attention to the Lord. Let’s take this time to sing loud to thank God for being faithful and thank Jesus for being our Savior.

11 Prayer Time
Ask your small group to think about what the Holy Spirit might have been saying to them during worship.
· Provide space for reflection and listening to the Holy Spirit (at least 30 seconds).
· Explain that they can talk to God about anything they are thinking or feeling.
· Explain that there is power in several people praying about the same thing. 
· Start asking kids what they want to pray about and say a short prayer with them about that need.
· Here are some suggestions of prayers for kids that don’t know what to pray about:
· “Thank you for my family” or “friends” or “church.”
· “Please protect my family” or “my school.”
· “Help me to have joy” or “do well in school/sports/activities.”


12 Game Time
Hot Shot Relay
· Split the kids into at least two teams, boys and girls, or let them play in their small groups.
· Set up two rows of 3 different color stacker cups.
· Have one cup per team full of ping pong or ball pit balls.
· Line up each team in front of their row of stacker cups in a single file line.
· Each kid will toss their ball into the cups and earn points based on which cup they ring. (Closest Cup: 1-point, Middle Cup: 5 points, Furthest Cup:10 Points)
· Play timed rounds and have leaders add up the score at the end of each round.
** If able to play in small groups, just add more lines for each group.

Ask your small group: “What were some of the challenges that the people of Elijah’s time were facing?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “How did the people in Elijah’s time turn away from God, and can you think of ways people might do the same today?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “Why do you think it’s important to have faith in God, especially when things seem difficult or hopeless?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “What does it mean to have hope in the power of God, and how can we apply that hope to our lives today?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Say: God is always at work, even today. Reading stories like Elijah’s helps us be reminded of God’s power and how He brings His people into a relationship with Him.

2nd Video Break
Ask your small group “What is a prophet?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Say: Someone who hears from God and shares what He said with others.

Ask your small group “What was the main reason the prophets were sent by God as His messenger to the people?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Explain: To help people turn their hearts back to God.

Ask your small group “How do you think the messages of the prophets in the Bible apply to our lives today?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Ask your small group “How do you think God speaks to us today?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

3rd Video Break
Ask your small group “Why did the people in Elijah’s country have no food?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Say: There was a drought and there was no rain to grow the crops.

Ask your small group “How did God tell Elijah that he would get food?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Say: Ravens would bring him food and he would drink from the brook.

Ask your small group “Who gave Elijah food and water when he went to a nearby town?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Say: The widow.

Ask your small group “Why didn’t the widow want to make food for Elijah at first?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Say: She only had enough flour and oil to make one more bread. After that she thought her, and her son would die.

Ask your small group “What did God do so that they would all have food to eat?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Say: God did not let the oil and flour run out until it rained again.

Ask your small group “How does the Bible story show us our main point ‘I have hope in the power of God’?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
