5 Series Slide
We move into our new series titled Grace. Today, we will focus on the fact that we are created in God’s image because of His grace.

Let’s take a look at our memory verse.

6 Memory Verse
“For from His fullness we have all received, grace upon grace. For the law was given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ.” John 1:16-17 ESV

7 Series Slide
We are not God, but He created us in His likeness, as His representatives here on earth. He created us in His image so we can display and communicate who God is, and how great He is. It means that we should reflect God in our actions- in the way we think and feel. It’s all about His glory.

Let’s learn more about this in this week’s video.

8 Video– 30 minutes
There will be three times the video will include a 5-minute small group time. No need to pause the video. We will split the room into two. There will be a leader at each side asking their side of the room questions

9 Series Slide
We’re moving into our final worship time. Remember this is not a time to talk to our friends or play. We want to give our full attention to the Lord. Let’s take this time to sing loud to thank God for being faithful and thank Jesus for being our Savior.

11 Prayer Time
Ask your small group to think about what the Holy Spirit might have been saying to them during worship.
· Provide space for reflection and listening to the Holy Spirit (at least 30 seconds).
· Explain that they can talk to God about anything they are thinking or feeling.
· Explain that there is power in several people praying about the same thing. 
· Start asking kids what they want to pray about and say a short prayer with them about that need.
· Here are some suggestions of prayers for kids that don’t know what to pray about:
· “Thank you for my family” or “friends” or “church.”
· “Please protect my family” or “my school.”
· “Help me to have joy” or “do well in school/sports/activities.”


13 Game Time
Beach Ball Bonanza
Required Items: Several Beach Balls
· Split the room in half either by small groups or boys and girls. Have them split up on each side of the room.
· Get multiple beach balls and line them up in the middle of the two teams.
· Once the round starts, you will have the kids race to get the beach balls and the goal is to volley or toss them back and forth so that at the end of each round you want to have the least amount of beach balls on your side.
· Have timed rounds and at the end of each round, count who has the most on their side. The opposing team with the least amount of beach balls wins.

· Say: Showing kindness or favor even though we may not be deserving of it.

· Explain: We must be transformed by Jesus as we follow Him. Jesus’ love will transform us more into the image of God.

Read Genesis 1:26-27
· Ask: “What does the verse tell us?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
Ask your small group “What does it mean to you that God has created you in His image and likeness?
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Share a personal example.
· Explain: We are not God, but He created us in His likeness, as His representatives here on earth. He created us in His image so we can display and communicate who God is, and how great He is. It means that we should reflect God in our actions- in the way we think and feel. It’s all about His glory.

3rd Video Break
Ask your small group “How did God show grace in the story of Adam and Eve?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Explain: The story seems to have a sad ending. Adam and Eve sinned, and they had to suffer the consequences of their disobedience. Upon the realization that they had sinned, Adam and Eve hid from God. They knew that He had given them the perfect place to live, yet they botched it by falling for Satan's lie that God withholds His best. So, they hid, hoping that God would not find them. However, God and His grace always find us—not because we are terrible at hiding but because He is so good at seeking. He does not hunt us down to scold us; rather, He chases our hearts so that we can see how much He loves us.

Ask your small group “How have you experienced God’s grace in a moment where you’ve done something wrong?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Share a personal example.

Ask your small group “How do you think this story of Adam and Eve connects us to Jesus?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Explain: It’s the first time in the Bible where we see hints of a savior. As God cursed the serpent, He made a promise that an offspring of the women will one day defeat him. Jesus would come to crush the serpent and defeat sin and death once and for all. As Adam and Eve hid in shame after they sinned, Jesus took on our sin and died a shameful death. He came to seek us just like God looked for Adam and Eve in the garden. Now because of what Jesus has done for us on the cross we can live as a part of His family just as God had intended when He first created us.

Ask your small group “How does the Bible story show us our main point ‘I am created in God’s image because of his grace?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
