“For from His fullness we have all received, grace upon grace. For the law was given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ.” John 1:16-17 ESV

7 Series Slide
God doesn’t give us everything we want but He gives us what we need when we are close to Him. There are times we may ask for something, but we will never get it because it may not be good for us. There are other times when we get something that looks a lot different than what we had originally asked for. Whether we get it or not, we can be confident that God always knows what’s best for us.

· Provide space for reflection and listening to the Holy Spirit (at least 30 seconds).
· Explain that they can talk to God about anything they are thinking or feeling.
· Explain that there is power in several people praying about the same thing. 
· Start asking kids what they want to pray about and say a short prayer with them about that need.
· Here are some suggestions of prayers for kids that don’t know what to pray about:
· “Thank you for my family” or “friends” or “church.”
· “Please protect my family” or “my school.”
· “Help me to have joy” or “do well in school/sports/activities.”

· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Say: To be gracious is to extend kindness or show delight towards someone even though they may not deserve it. God being gracious means that He delights in you, and He shows favor to you when you turn to Him, regardless of what you have done in the past. He is quick to forgive and has shown us grace by sending His son Jesus to pay the penalty for our sins.

Read Exodus 34:6
· Ask: “What are some words this verse is using to describe the character of God?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “How God has been gracious in your life?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Share a personal example.

3rd Video Break
Ask your small group what was it that Hannah wanted, and how did she ask for it?
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “How did God show grace in the story of Hannah?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “How did Hannah respond to God’s grace?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Explain: She gave thanks and worshipped God and committed her son Samuel to the Lord.

Read 1 Samuel 2:1-5
· Ask: How can we worship God like Hannah in our own lives?
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “How does the Bible story show us our main point ‘I am created in God’s image because of his grace?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
