5 Series Slide
When we mess up, the only way our relationship with God can be restored is by His grace. There isn’t a thing we can do. No matter how hard we work, or how many good things we do. While those things are important, we cannot save ourselves. It’s only by the grace of Jesus, dying on the cross for our sins that He made a way for our relationship to be restored. We just have to respond in faith.

Let’s take a look at our memory verse.

6 Memory Verse
“For from His fullness we have all received, grace upon grace. For the law was given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ.” John 1:16-17 ESV

7 Series Slide
I’m sure you’ve felt guilty before or bad for messing up. That’s not always a bad thing, because we do need that conviction and correction that will help us not make the same mistake again. 11 Prayer Time
Ask your small group to think about what the Holy Spirit might have been saying to them during worship.
· Provide space for reflection and listening to the Holy Spirit (at least 30 seconds).
· Explain that they can talk to God about anything they are thinking or feeling.
· Explain that there is power in several people praying about the same thing. 
· Start asking kids what they want to pray about and say a short prayer with them about that need.
· Here are some suggestions of prayers for kids that don’t know what to pray about:
· “Thank you for my family” or “friends” or “church.”
· “Please protect my family” or “my school.”
· “Help me to have joy” or “do well in school/sports/activities.”


13 Game Time
Hula Hoop Hangout
Required Items: Hula Hoops
· Split kids in the room in half or into their small groups (adjust if needed to keep even numbers). Have them stand in a single file line.
· Place the Hula Hoop in front of each group.
· Once the round begins, each player one by one will make their way to stand in the hula hoop. As more people come to stand the harder it will become.
· The first team that has someone step out of the hula hoop will be eliminated.
· The rounds will last until someone wins by having their entire team in hula hoop, play as many rounds as time permits.

Ask your small group how different people in your life have responded when you’ve done something wrong. How do they make you feel?
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Share a personal example.

Ask your small group “How can Jesus’ Grace encourage us after we’ve made a mistake?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Explain: I’m sure there are some that have tried to make you feel bad for things you have done wrong, whereas others were more forgiving and tried to build you up. The Holy Spirit often corrects us when we sin. I’m sure you’ve felt guilty before or bad for messing up. 2nd Video Break
Ask your small group what the video said about our relationship with God. What does our sin do with this relationship?
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “How can our relationship with God be restored?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Read Romans 5:10-11
· Ask: “What are these verses telling us?”
· Explain: That’s the big word we just learned in the video. Being reconciled. Who can tell me what it means, again? It means to restore or exchange. The only way our relationship with God can be restored is by His grace. There isn’t a thing we can do. No matter how hard we work, or how many good things we do. While those things are important, we cannot save ourselves. It’s only by the grace of Jesus, dying on the cross for our sins that He made a way for our relationship to be restored. We just have to respond in faith.

Ask your small group “How can we respond to God’s love and grace?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Share a personal example.

3rd Video Break
Ask your small group what gospel means.
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
· Say: Evangelism, the good news. Good news that is transformational. The news about a new King, a new way of life with Jesus as our King.

Ask your small group how the good news of Jesus can transform us to be more like Jesus.
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “How do you think we should respond to the good news of Jesus?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.

Ask your small group “How does the Bible story show us our main point ‘My wrongs are forgiven through God’s grace?”
· Take answers and show value to each answer.
