5 Series Slide
The Bible says that God’s love is so wide, long, high, and deep that we can’t even fully understand it. But we can still experience it in our hearts. That means His love is bigger than our fears, our mistakes, and even our doubts.

Let’s take a look at our memory verse.

6 Memory Verse
“I praise you, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made. Wonderful are your works; my soul knows it very well.” Psalm 139:14 ESV

7 Series Slide
Jesus cares about every part of us. He knows all our good parts and all our mistakes, but He never stops loving us. His love is not based on what we do—it’s based on who He is. He even died for us so we could be close to Him forever.

11 Prayer Time
Ask your small group to think about what the Holy Spirit might have been saying to them during worship.
· Provide space for reflection and listening to the Holy Spirit (at least 30 seconds).
· Explain that they can talk to God about anything they are thinking or feeling.
· Explain that there is power in several people praying about the same thing. 
· Start asking kids what they want to pray about and say a short prayer with them about that need.
· Here are some suggestions of prayers for kids that don’t know what to pray about:
· “Thank you for my family” or “friends” or “church.”
· “Please protect my family” or “my school.”
· “Help me to have joy” or “do well in school/sports/activities.”


12 Game Time
Head/Shoulders/Knees/Cup

Required Items: Jumbo Stacker Cup

1. Split the kids into groups of two (ie. “Everyone grab a partner”).
1. Each set of partners have 1 stacker cup on the floor between them as they are facing each other.
1. The game leader on the mic will name a body part (head, shoulder, knee, toe or etc), and all the kids will either touch their head, shoulder, knee, toe or etc. depending on what the game leader says (you can even sing the song “head shoulders knees and toes”)
1. As soon as whoever on the mic says “cup” the kids are to grab the cup
1. Whoever grabs the cup first wins that round, and the other person sits down.
1. Continue playing until there is only one kid remaining.

1st Video Break
Ask: “When you meet someone new, what do you usually tell them about yourself?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. I might say my name, how old I am, my favorite things to do, hobbies, or what I like to eat.

Ask: “Do you think those things (your hobbies, favorite sports, or what you’re good at) are what make you who you are? Why or why not?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. They’re part of me, but they’re not the most important thing. What really makes me me is that God made me and loves me.
Ask: “What does it mean when we say, “Jesus loves me”?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. It means Jesus cares about every part of us. He knows all our good parts and all our mistakes, but He never stops loving us. His love is not based on what we do—it’s based on who He is. He even died for us so we could be close to Him forever.
Ask: “If someone doesn’t believe they’re loved or special, what would you tell them?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. You could tell them that God made them on purpose and Jesus loves them so much He died for them. That makes them super valuable.

2nd Video Break

Ask: Why do you think it’s easy to believe we’re not good enough sometimes?
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. Sometimes we hear things from others, like classmates or even friends, that make us feel less- than. And other times, it’s our own voice inside saying, “I’m not smart enough,” or “I’ll never be good at that.” But those voices aren’t telling us the truth. Only God tells us who we really are, and He says we’re loved and made with purpose.
Ask: Do you ever compare yourself to your friends? How does that make you feel?
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. Sometimes we all do, and it can make us feel like we’re not as good. But when I remember that God made me unique and gave me different gifts, it helps me feel better about who I am.

Ask: “What are some ways we try to find our worth outside of God’s love?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. Sometimes we think we’re only valuable if we’re good at sports, get good grades, or have lots of friends. But God doesn’t love us because of what we do, He loves us because we’re His. Our worth comes from Him, not from the things we accomplish.
Read: Ephesians 3:18-19 NLT
And may you have the power to understand, as all God’s people should, how wide, how long, how high, and how deep his love is. 19 May you experience the love of Christ, though it is too great to understand fully. Then you will be made complete with all the fullness of life and power that comes from God.
Ask: “What does it say about God’s love?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. It says God’s love is so wide, long, high, and deep that we can’t even fully understand it. But we can still experience it in our hearts. That means His love is bigger than our fears, our mistakes, and even our doubts.

3rd Video Break
Ask: “Who was the disciple that called himself “the one Jesus loved”?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. That was John! He was one of Jesus’ closest friends and part of His inner circle. He didn’t just say his name, he wanted people to know that being loved by Jesus was the most important thing about him.
Ask: “How did John first start following Jesus?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. John was a fisherman with his brother James and his friend Peter. One day Jesus called them to follow Him, and they dropped everything and said yes! That’s how John became one of Jesus’ disciples.
Ask: “Why was Jesus' love such a big deal to John?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. Because John saw firsthand that Jesus was willing to give up everything, even His life, for people He loved. That kind of love is stronger than anything in the world, and it changed the way John saw himself.

Ask: “What would happen if we all started seeing ourselves the way John did—as someone Jesus loves?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. We’d have more confidence and peace. We wouldn’t feel the need to prove ourselves to others so much. And we’d probably love people better too, because when you know you’re loved, it’s easier to share that love with others.

Ask: “How can we remind ourselves that we’re loved by Jesus like John did?
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. We can read the Bible, talk to Jesus in prayer, and say out loud what’s true, like, “I’m loved by Jesus.”
