Main Point - Jesus reminds me who I am!

3 Series Slide
Good morning. I’m so glad all of you are here. I have a question for you:
Would you rather have your school photo replaced with a picture of a llama wearing your clothes… or have everyone call you “Sir Waffles” for the rest of the year?

4 Worship 

5 Series Slide
Did you know we were created to reflect God's heart, character, and creativity? We were made to love, lead, create, and care like He does. We are going to focus on identity this month, and today, we’ll learn how Jesus reminds us of who we are.

Let’s take a look at our memory verse.

6 Memory Verse
“I praise you, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made. Wonderful are your works; my soul knows it very well.” Psalm 139:14 ESV

7 Series Slide
God is creative, and He made each of us to show a special part of who He is. No one person can show everything about God, but when we all use our different gifts—like helping, teaching, building, or encouraging—we work together to show more of what God is like.

Let’s learn more about this in this week’s video.

8 Video– 30 minutes
There will be three times the video will include a 5-minute small group time. No need to pause the video. We will split the room into two. There will be a leader at each side asking their side of the room questions

9 Series Slide
We’re moving into our final worship time. Remember this is not a time to talk to our friends or play. We want to give our full attention to the Lord. Let’s take this time to sing loud to thank God for being faithful and thank Jesus for being our Savior.

11 Prayer Time
Ask your small group to think about what the Holy Spirit might have been saying to them during worship.
· Provide space for reflection and listening to the Holy Spirit (at least 30 seconds).
· Explain that they can talk to God about anything they are thinking or feeling.
· Explain that there is power in several people praying about the same thing. 
· Start asking kids what they want to pray about and say a short prayer with them about that need.
· Here are some suggestions of prayers for kids that don’t know what to pray about:
· “Thank you for my family” or “friends” or “church.”
· “Please protect my family” or “my school.”
· “Help me to have joy” or “do well in school/sports/activities.”


12 Game Time
Stacker Smash
Required Items: Jumbo Stacker Cups & Beach Balls

· Split the room into small groups, down the middle, paired by grades, or boys vs. Girls
· Have two pyramids set up built out of stacker cups (have both pyramids up on one side of the room), one for each team (4 cups on bottom, then stacked 3, then 2, then 1).
· Have each group stand a significant distance back from their pyramid in a single file line on the opposite side of room from the pyramids (keep everything going in the same direction).
· Once the round starts, each team will have 1 minute to try and knock down as many stacker cups as possible by throwing the beach ball at the stacker cups.
· At the end of each round, the team with the least number of cups left standing wins. Or the team that knocks over all their stacker cups (including the bottom row) wins.

1st Video Break

Ask: “If you could create anything in the world—like a game, toy, or invention—what would it be?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· (Gets kids excited and thinking about their creative side.)

Ask: “January said she didn’t think she was creative. Have you ever felt that way? What changed your mind (or could)?”
· Sometimes we don’t notice our own gifts. But creativity can be shown in problem-solving, kindness, teaching, or encouraging others—not just art or music.
Ask: “Why do you think God made everyone a little different?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Because God is creative, and He made each of us to show a special part of who He is. No one person can show everything about God, but when we all use our different gifts—like helping, teaching, building, or encouraging—we work together to show more of what God is like.

Ask: “Do you ever forget how special or unique you are? What helps remind you?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Reading the Bible, prayer, family and friends, or worship can all help us remember our worth in God.

2nd Video Break
Ask: “What’s something you see every time you look in a mirror? Or something about yourself that makes you feel proud?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· (Helps kids connect visually to the message.)
Read: Genesis 1:27 (Have a child read out of the Bible) Ask: “What does it mean to be made in God’s image?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· It means we were created to reflect God's heart, character, and creativity. We were made to love, lead, create, and care like He does.
Ask: “Why don’t we always reflect God perfectly?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Because we sin and make mistakes. We're human, and we mess up sometimes—but Jesus came to show us a better way.
Ask: “How did Jesus reflect God while He was on earth?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· He was without sin. He loved others, forgave people, showed courage, helped those in need, and lived a perfect life. He showed us what God's love looks like.

3rd Video Break
Ask: “Why do you think God said creation was “very good” only after He made people?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Because people are His favorite part of creation! We are the only ones made in His image, able to walk in relationship with Him.
Ask: “How does it make you feel to know you were made in God’s image?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
Ask: What does it mean to be transformed by Jesus’ love, and how does He remind us of who we are?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Being transformed by Jesus’ love means letting His love change our hearts from the inside out. When we understand how much Jesus loves us—even with all our mistakes—it helps us become more like Him. His love teaches us to be kind, forgiving, patient, and full of joy. Jesus reminds us of who we are by showing us that we are God’s children, made in His image, with a purpose.
We’re not defined by our failures or what others say about us—we’re defined by God’s love and
truth.
Ask: “What’s one small act you could do this week that reflects Jesus to others?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Share a personal example.
