4 Worship 

5 Series Slide
God created us, redeemed us, knows us by name, and calls us His. We belong to Him and we have nothing to fear.

Let’s take a look at our memory verse.

6 Memory Verse
“I praise you, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made. Wonderful are your works; my soul knows it very well.” Psalm 139:14 ESV

7 Series Slide
Sometimes, we might be afraid of being different, of failing, or not being good enough. But Jesus reminds us that He’s with us, and we can trust Him no matter what.

Let’s learn more about this in this week’s video.

8 Video– 30 minutes
There will be three times the video will include a 5-minute small group time. No need to pause the video. We will split the room into two. There will be a leader at each side asking their side of the room questions

9 Series Slide
We’re moving into our final worship time. Remember this is not a time to talk to our friends or play. We want to give our full attention to the Lord. Let’s take this time to sing loud to thank God for being faithful and thank Jesus for being our Savior.

11 Prayer Time
Ask your small group to think about what the Holy Spirit might have been saying to them during worship.
· Provide space for reflection and listening to the Holy Spirit (at least 30 seconds).
· Explain that they can talk to God about anything they are thinking or feeling.
· Explain that there is power in several people praying about the same thing. 
· Start asking kids what they want to pray about and say a short prayer with them about that need.
· Here are some suggestions of prayers for kids that don’t know what to pray about:
· “Thank you for my family” or “friends” or “church.”
· “Please protect my family” or “my school.”
· “Help me to have joy” or “do well in school/sports/activities.”


12 Game Time
Cup, Plate, Cup, Plate (C-P-C-P-C-P)
Required Items: plastic cups (or regular size stacker cups), small plastic/Styrofoam plates
· Split kids into their small groups, this will be a race between every small group.
· Have the kids sit in a circle in their small group.
· Place 10 cups and 10 plates in the middle of the group.
· Once the round starts, the kids will work as a team to stack every other cup and plate.
· The first small group to stack all 10 cups and plates without it falling over wins.
· If a team knocks their tower over before the round is over, they must start over.

1st Video Break
Ask: “Have you ever named a pet, a toy, or something else? What was the name, and why did you choose it?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· (Gets kids thinking about how naming something shows care and value.)
Ask: “Why do names matter so much to us?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Because they show that we are known, seen, and loved. Our names carry stories and meaning, and they make us feel unique.
Ask: “What does it mean that Jesus “knows us”?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· It means He knows everything about us—our thoughts, our struggles, our dreams, and our story. We’re not forgotten or random to Him.
Ask: “Can you think of a time when being known by someone made you feel safe or special?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Let kids reflect personally—maybe a teacher remembering their name or a friend knowing something about them.

2nd Video Break
Ask: “If someone really knew you, what’s one thing they’d know about you?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· (Encourages kids to think about their unique likes, gifts, or personality.)
Read: Isaiah 43:1 (Have a child read out of the Bible)
Ask: “What does Isaiah 43:1 tell us about how God sees us?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· That He created us, redeemed us, knows us by name, and calls us His. We belong to Him and have nothing to fear.
Ask: “How is God different from people when it comes to knowing us?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· God knows everything about us—our thoughts, our past, our struggles, and our future. And He
still loves us.
Ask: “Why is it good news that Jesus knows us completely and still calls us His own?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Because it means we don’t have to pretend to be someone else. God’s love for us is real, even
with our flaws.

3rd Video Break
Ask: “Why do you think Jesus gave Simon a new name, “Peter”? What does it mean when God gives people new names in the Bible?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· In the Bible, a new name often means a new identity or purpose. “Peter” means “rock,” and Jesus
knew Peter would become a strong leader in the early church—even though he wasn’t perfect.
Ask: “Peter said he was too sinful to be close to Jesus. Why do you think Jesus still invited him to follow?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Because Jesus came to save sinners, not people who think they have it all together. He didn’t choose Peter because he was perfect—He chose Peter because He loved him and had a mission for him.
Ask: Jesus told Peter, “Don’t be afraid.” What kinds of things might we be afraid of when it comes to following Jesus?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· We might be afraid of being different, of failing, or not being good enough. But Jesus reminds us that He’s with us, and we can trust Him no matter what.
Ask: “How does it make you feel to know that Jesus knows everything about you—and still wants to be close to you?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· It can feel really comforting! Even when we mess up, Jesus still wants us. That kind of love is deeper than anything we can earn, it’s a gift.
Ask: “Do you think Jesus calls kids too, or just grown-ups? Why?”
· Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
· Jesus absolutely calls kids! In fact, Jesus welcomed children and said the Kingdom of Heaven belongs to those like them (Matthew 19:14). Kids have faith, boldness, and love that reflect His heart.
