Main Point – Jesus Chooses Me!

Good morning. I’m so glad all of you are here. I have a question for you:
Would you rather have purple skin or a blue tongue?

I’m going to pray over you and this lesson and then we will get started. [Pray]
Now, I would love it if everyone stood up and help sing this song to the Lord. 

4 Worship 

5 Series Slide
Jesus knows us, loves us, and invites us to follow Him and be part of His family. We don’t have to earn His love—He picks us because He wants us.

Let’s take a look at our memory verse.

6 Memory Verse
“I praise you, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made. Wonderful are your works; my soul knows it very well.” Psalm 139:14 ESV

7 Series Slide
Jesus came to save sinners, not people who think they're perfect. He chooses people not based on their past, but because of His love and purpose for them.

Let’s learn more about this in this week’s video.

8 Video– 30 minutes
There will be three times the video will include a 5-minute small group time. No need to pause the video. We will split the room into two. There will be a leader at each side asking their side of the room questions

9 Series Slide
We’re moving into our final worship time. Remember this is not a time to talk to our friends or play. We want to give our full attention to the Lord. Let’s take this time to sing loud to thank God for being faithful and thank Jesus for being our Savior.

11 Prayer Time
Ask your small group to think about what the Holy Spirit might have been saying to them during worship.
· Provide space for reflection and listening to the Holy Spirit (at least 30 seconds).
· Explain that they can talk to God about anything they are thinking or feeling.
· Explain that there is power in several people praying about the same thing. 
· Start asking kids what they want to pray about and say a short prayer with them about that need.
· Here are some suggestions of prayers for kids that don’t know what to pray about:
· “Thank you for my family” or “friends” or “church.”
· “Please protect my family” or “my school.”
· “Help me to have joy” or “do well in school/sports/activities.”


12 Game Time
Showtime

Required Items: Slides on the screen

1. In this game, there will be 4 different motions that will be on the screen
1. Have everyone in the room standing for this game
1. You will have one leader on the stage running the game
1. The leader on the stage will count down from 3 then yell “Showtime!”
1. When the leader yells “Showtime” everyone in the room will make one of the 4 motions, including the leader from stage
1. If someone does the same motion as the leader on the stage, they are out and will sit down
1. The game continues until there is one person left

1st Video Break
Ask: “Have you ever been left out of something, even when you wanted to be included?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. (This opens the door to talking about identity and being chosen by Jesus.)

Ask: “What does it mean that Jesus “chooses us”?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. It means He knows us, loves us, and invites us to follow Him and be part of His family. We don’t have to earn His love—He picks us because He wants us.

Ask: “What do you think Jesus chooses us for?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. To follow Him, to love others, to live with purpose, and to share His love with the world. He chooses us to be part of His mission and family.

Ask: “Do you ever forget how special or unique you are? What helps remind you?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. Reading the Bible, prayer, family and friends, or worship can all help us remember our worth in God.

2nd Video Break
Read: John 15:16 (Have a child read out of the Bible) Ask: What is the “fruit” Jesus talks about in John 15:16?
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. Fruit means the good things that grow in our lives when we follow Jesus—like love, kindness, patience, and helping others
Ask: “Can anyone be chosen by Jesus?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. Yes! Jesus died for everyone. He invites all people to follow Him and be part of God’s family (John 3:16).
Ask: “What kind of purpose has God given you?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. To love Him, love others, and help people know who Jesus is (Matthew 22:37-39; Matthew 28:19).
Ask: “How can we “choose Jesus back” after knowing He chose us?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. By trusting in Him, following His Word, and living the way He commands us to.

3rd Video Break
Ask: “Why did people dislike tax collectors like Matthew?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. Because tax collectors back then often took more money than they were supposed to. People saw them as greedy and dishonest.
Ask: “Why do you think Jesus chose Matthew, even though he was a tax collector?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. Jesus came to save sinners, not people who think they're perfect. He chooses people not based on their past, but because of His love and purpose for them.
Ask: “What did Matthew do when Jesus said, “Follow me”?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. He got up and followed Jesus right away! Then he even threw a big dinner so his friends could meet Jesus too. He wanted others to know Him.
Ask: “How did the Pharisees react when Jesus ate with Matthew and his friends?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. They were shocked! They didn’t think Jesus should be hanging out with “sinners.” But Jesus wasn’t worried about what others thought—He came to help everyone, especially those who need Him most.

Ask: “How does it make you feel knowing Jesus chooses people—even ones others might ignore or dislike?”
1. Take responses from your group and show value to each answer.
1. It’s awesome! It means Jesus loves everyone and wants us on to be in relationship with him, no matter what we’ve done or what others think of us.
