Watching the students’ faces light up with excitement 
when they saw their very own “Tiny Jesus” has been 
so rewarding! In fact, I even had several students 
bring their “Tiny Jesus” back to club each week so 
they can take Him on adventures on the playground 
with their friends, and even during lesson time!   
 
We believe that teaching the students that Jesus 
is everywhere and wants to be a part 
of everything we do is key to their foundation of 
understanding who Jesus is. We believe that as they 
play with their “Tiny Jesus” figure, they will 
remember that Jesus is Healer, Comforter, 
Compassionate, and so many other things we have 
taught over the semester.
