Forgive us, renew us, and lead us, so that we may delight in 

Your will and walk in Your ways to the glory of Your holy name. Amen. 
 

P Almighty God in His mercy has given His Son to die for you and for His sake forgives you all 
your sins. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by His authority, I therefore forgive 

you all your sins in the name of the Father and of the T Son and of the Holy Spirit.

Genesis 2:7–17 Genesis 2:7–17 
 7Then the LORD God formed the man of dust from the ground and breathed into his nostrils the 
breath of life, and the man became a living creature. 8And the LORD God planted a garden in Eden, in 

the east, and there he put the man whom he had formed. 9And out of the ground the LORD God made 
to spring up every tree that is pleasant to the sight and good for food. The tree of life was in the midst 

of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. 
 10A river flowed out of Eden to water the garden, and there it divided and became four rivers. 11The 
name of the first is the Pishon. It is the one that flowed around the whole land of Havilah, where there 

is gold. 12And the gold of that land is good; bdellium and onyx stone are there. 13The name of the 
second river is the Gihon. It is the one that flowed around the whole land of Cush. 14And the name of 

the third river is the Tigris, which flows east of Assyria. And the fourth river is the Euphrates. 
 15The LORD God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to work it and keep it. 16And the 

LORD God commanded the man, saying, “You may surely eat of every tree of the garden, 17but of the 
tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall

 19I am speaking in human terms, because of your natural limitations. For just as you once presented 
your members as slaves to impurity and to lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, so now present 

your members as slaves to righteousness leading to sanctification. 
 20When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. 21But what fruit were you 

getting at that time from the things of which you are now ashamed? The end of those things is death. 



22But now that you have been set free from sin and have become slaves of God, the fruit you get leads 
to sanctification and its end, eternal life. 23For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is 

eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

The Words of Our Lord 
P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was betrayed, took bread, and when He had given 

thanks, He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, eat; this is My T body, which is 
given for you. This do in remembrance of Me.” 
  

In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and when He had given thanks, He gave it to 

them, saying: “Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in My T blood, which is shed 
for you for the forgiveness of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.” 

 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes. 

C Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. 
  

P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving us Your body and blood to eat and to 
drink, You lead us to remember and confess Your holy cross and passion, Your blessed death, 

Your rest in the tomb, Your resurrection from the dead, Your ascension into heaven, and Your 
coming for the final judgment.
