Over the next 40 days, we invite you to intentionally set aside time
each day to meet with the Lord in prayer — for yourself, for Village
Baptist Church, and for the pastor God is preparing to lead us.

As a church family, we believe the Lord is already at work. During this
season, we will practice four expressions of prayer: Praising God for
His faithfulness, Repenting of anything that hinders unity and
spiritual growth, Asking boldly for His clear direction, and Yielding to
His perfect will. Spend time reading Scripture, listening in stillness,
and allowing the Holy Spirit to align your heart with His purposes.

Each day includes a specific focus and Scripture passage. Pray in
agreement with your church family — lifting up our Pastor Search
Committee, their wisdom and discernment, the future pastor and his
family, and the congregation he will shepherd. Ask the Lord to prepare
all of our hearts for what He is doing.
