Old Testament Reading  Genesis 1:1-5, 24-31 
1In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. 2The earth was without form 
and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering 
over the face of the waters. 3And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. 4And 
God saw that the light was good. And God separated the light from the darkness. 5God 
called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there was evening and there 
was morning, the first day... 24And God said, “Let the earth bring forth living creatures 
according to their kinds—livestock and creeping things and beasts of the earth according 
to their kinds.” And it was so. 25And God made the beasts of the earth according to their 
kinds and the livestock according to their kinds, and everything that creeps on the ground 
according to its kind. And God saw that it was good. 26Then God said, “Let us make man in 
our image, after our likeness. And let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and 
over the birds of the heavens and over the livestock and over all the earth and over every 
creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” 27So God created man in his own image, in the 
image of God he created him; male and female he created them. 28And God blessed 
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them. And God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it, and 
have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over every 
living thing that moves on the earth.” 29And God said, “Behold, I have given you every 
plant yielding seed that is on the face of all the earth, and every tree with seed in its fruit. 
You shall have them for food. 30And to every beast of the earth and to every bird of the 
heavens and to everything that creeps on the earth, everything that has the breath of life, 
I have given every green plant for food.” And it was so. 31And God saw everything that he 
had made, and behold, it was very good. And there was evening and there was morning, 
the sixth day.

Epistle Reading  Hebrews 3:1-4 
1Therefore, holy brothers, you who share in a heavenly calling, consider Jesus, the apostle 
and high priest of our confession, 2who was faithful to him who appointed him, just as 
Moses also was faithful in all God’s house. 3For Jesus has been counted worthy of more 
glory than Moses—as much more glory as the builder of a house has more honor than the 
house itself. 4(For every house is built by someone, but the builder of all things is God.) 
 
Lector: This is the Word of the Lord. 
People: Thanks be to God. 
 
*The Holy Gospel  John 1:1-5, 9-13 
Pastor: The Gospel according to St. John, the first chapter. 
People: Glory to You, O Lord. 
 
1In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 2He 
was in the beginning with God. 3All things were made through him, and without him was 
not any thing made that was made. 4In him was life, and the life was the light of men. 
5The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it… 9The true light, 
which gives light to everyone, was coming into the world. 10He was in the world, and the 
world was made through him, yet the world did not know him. 11He came to his own, and 
his own people did not receive him. 12But to all who did receive him, who believed in his 
name, he gave the right to become children of God, 13who were born, not of blood nor of 
the will of the flesh nor of the will of man, but of God.
